5. Profit on sale of investments and/or properties

There was no material gain or loss on disposal of investments or properties other than in the ordinary course of business. 

6. Quoted Securities

There were no purchases or disposals of quoted securities for the financial quarter ended 30 June 2001 other than in the ordinary course of business.

7. Changes in the Composition of the Group

The acquisition of certain assets and liabilities of BSNC, the entire issued and paid-up capital of BSN Merchant Bank Berhad (‘BSNMB’) by Affin Bank Berhad (‘ABB’) (formerly known as Perwira Affin Bank Berhad) and the acquisition of the entire issued and paid-up capital of BSN Finance Berhad (‘BSNF’) by ACF Holdings Berhad (‘ACFB’) were completed pursuant to the Vesting Orders from the High Court dated 18 December 2000, 8 January and 4 January 2001 respectively.  Certain assets and liabilities of BSNC and BSNMB were transferred and vested with ABB while the assets and liabilities of BSNF were transferred and vested with Affin-ACF Finance Berhad (‘Affin-ACF’) (formerly known as ACF Finance Berhad) which is under the ACFB stable.  

Upon the completion of the acquisition of BSNF by ACFB, Affin Holdings Berhad (‘AHB’) interest in ACFB was reduced from 78.05% to 62.12% following the issuance of ACFB shares as purchase consideration to Bank Simpanan Nasional Berhad (‘BSN’), the vendor of BSNF.

8. Status of Corporate Proposals

The status of corporate proposals announced but not completed as at 30 June 2001 is as follows:-

Following the transfer of certain assets and liabilities of BSNC and BSNMB to ABB and the transfer of the assets and liabilities of BSNF to Affin-ACF pursuant to the Vesting Orders from the High Court Malaya, AHB has made part payment amounting to RM67.8 million to BSNC for the acquisition of the assets and liabilities of BSNC on 8 January 2001 whilst ACFB had on 9 January 2001, issued 69,074,194 new ACFB share to BSN for the settlement of the entire purchase consideration on its acquisition of BSNF.     

Included in the Group’s ‘Other Liabilities’ were RM202.4 million representing balance of the purchase consideration for certain assets and liabilities of BSNC and the entire issued and paid-up capital of BSNMB that has not been paid as at the reporting date.

Proposed acquisition of EON CMG Life Assurance Berhad (‘EON-CMG’)

Following the announcement of the proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in EON-CMG jointly with AXA Asia Pacific Holdings Limited on 17 July 2001, AHB has submitted a detailed plan to Bank Negara Malaysia (‘BNM’) for approval.  Submission to the other relevant authorities will be made in due course. 






iii.
Proposed issue of RM723 million 

5-year 7.75% non-call subordinated bonds by ABB

AHB has on 7 September 2001 announced that its wholly owned bank subsidiary, ABB is proposing to issue 5-year 7.75% non-call subordinated bonds of RM723 million.  The subordinated bonds are to be placed out via private placement to investors falling within any categories of persons referred to in Schedule 2 of the Securities Commission Act, 1993 (‘SCA’).  The subordinated bonds will qualify as Tier 2 Capital in the calculation of the risk-weighted capital ratio of ABB.  Submission to the relevant authorities will be made in due course.

Foreign exchange, interest rate and equity and commodity related contracts are subject to market risk and credit risk.

Market risk

Market risk is the potential change in value caused by movement in market rates or prices.  The contractual amounts stated above provide only a measure of involvement in these types of transactions and do not represent the amount subject to market risk.  Exposure to market risk may be reduced through offsetting on and off-balance sheet positions.  As at end of the financial quarter, the notional amount of foreign exchange exposure which was not hedged and hence, exposed to market risk was RM 19.4 million (FYE 31/12/2000: RM 5.0 million), while the notional amount of interest rate exposure in Klibor futures equivalent terms was RM 90.1 million (FYE 31/12/2000: RM 11.0 million).

Credit risk

Credit risk arises from the possibility that a counter-party may be unable to meet the terms of a contract in which the bank has a gain position.  As at the reporting date, the amounts of foreign exchange and interest rate credit risk, measured in term of the cost to replace the profitable contracts, was RM 29.0 million (FYE 31/12/2000: RM 60.0 million) and RM 48.0 million (FYE 31/12/2000: RM 17.8 million) respectively.  This amount will increase or decrease over the life of the contracts, mainly as a function of maturity dates and market rates or prices.

Related accounting policies

i. Forward exchange related contracts

Unmatured forward exchange contracts are valued at forward rates as at balance sheet date applicable to their respective dates of maturity, and unrealised losses and gains are recognised in the income statement for the period.

ii. Derivative financial instruments

Transactions are undertaken in derivative financial instruments (‘derivative’) which include interest rate swaps, futures and similar instruments for trading and non-trading purposes.  Derivatives that are classified as non-trading are held for purpose of hedging exposures relating to the bank’s assets and liability management.

Gains and losses arising from specific hedging transactions are released to the income statement over the same period as the income or expense generated by the underlying transactions.  Where a transaction originally entered into as a hedge no longer represents a hedge, its value is restated and any change in value is taken to the income statement.

Gains and losses on instruments purchased or sold for trading purposes are taken to the income statement.  Any such transactions outstanding as at the balance sheet date are stated at market value.

13. Material litigation

At the date of this report there were no pending material litigation, which would have materially affected the Group’s financial position.

15. Comment on financial results 

The Group recorded a pretax loss of RM111.7 million in the current quarter as compared to a loss of RM93.8 million recorded in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2001.  Loss for the quarter was mainly due to the loan loss provisions made and interest suspended during the reporting period.  The Group’s loan loss provisioning for the current financial quarter stood at RM212.5 million (financial quarter ended 31/03/2001: RM151.9 million).   

16. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a turnover of RM452.8 million and loss before taxation of RM111.7 million.  Both the discount house and finance subsidiaries maintain their profitable performance in the current financial quarter.  The merchant bank subsidiary recorded loss for the current financial quarter due to the provisions made for bad and doubtful debts for non-performing loans.  The commercial bank subsidiary’s performance continued to be affected by the high loan provisioning and the impairment of assets acquired from BSNC.  The stock-broking and fund management subsidiaries’ results are not expected to improve under the current difficult market conditions.  Except for what has been disclosed in note 2, in the opinion of the Directors, the results of the operations of the Group and the Company for the financial quarter under review were not substantially affected by any item, transaction or event of a material and unusual nature. 

17. Subsequent Material Event

There are no material events as at the date of this announcement that will affect the financial results of the financial period under review.

18. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group operations are generally not affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors but are in tandem with the country’s economic situation. 


19. Prospect for the Current Financial Year

The acquisition of the certain assets and liabilities of BSNC by the commercial bank subsidiary is expected to continue to adversely affect the Group’s performance for the financial year.  The finance and discount house subsidiaries are expected to remain profitable, while the merchant bank subsidiary is expected to post moderate profit, a recovery from the substantial loss reported in the previous financial year.  The stock-broking and fund management sectors are not expected to perform well in view of the difficult market conditions such as liberalisation of commission rates and the lower trading volumes in line with the economic slowdown.  

20. Variance of Actual Profit from Forecast Profit

The company did not issue any profit forecast and profit guarantee for the period.

21. Dividend

No interim dividend has been declared for the period under review.
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
