Foreign exchange and interest rate related contracts are subject to market risk and credit risk.

Market risk

Market risk is the potential change in value caused by movement in market rates or prices.  The contractual amounts stated above provide only a measure of involvement in these types of transactions and do not represent the amount subject to market risk.  Exposure to market risk may be reduced through offsetting on and off-balance sheet positions.  As at end of the financial quarter, the notional amount of foreign exchange exposure which was not hedged and hence, exposed to market risk was RM 5.86 million (FYE 31/12/2002: RM 40.4 million), while the notional amount of interest rate exposure in Klibor futures equivalent terms was RM 50.7 million (FYE 31/12/2002: RM 123.1 million).

Credit risk

Credit risk arises from the possibility that a counter-party may be unable to meet the terms of a contract in which the bank has a gain position.  As at the reporting date, the amounts of foreign exchange and interest rate credit risk, measured in term of the cost to replace the profitable contracts, was RM 6.7 million (FYE 31/12/2002: RM 7.4 million) and RM 57.4 million (FYE 31/12/2002: RM 70.0 million) respectively.  This amount will increase or decrease over the life of the contracts, mainly as a function of maturity dates and market rates or prices.

Related accounting policies

i. Forward exchange related contracts

Unmatured forward exchange contracts are valued at forward rates as at balance sheet date applicable to their respective dates of maturity, and unrealised losses and gains are recognised in the income statement for the financial period.

ii. Derivative financial instruments

Transactions are undertaken in derivative financial instruments (‘derivative’) which include interest rate swaps, futures and similar instruments for trading and non-trading purposes.  Derivatives that are classified as non-trading are held for purpose of hedging exposures relating to the bank’s assets and liability management.

Gains and losses arising from specific hedging transactions are released to the income statement over the same period as the income or expense generated by the underlying transactions.  Where a transaction originally entered into as a hedge no longer represents a hedge, its value is restated and any change in value is taken to the income statement.

Gains and losses on instruments purchased or sold for trading purposes are taken to the income statement.  Any such transactions outstanding as at the balance sheet date are stated at market value.

13. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

For the financial quarter under review, the Group recorded a turnover of RM 468.0 million and profit before taxation of RM 5.9 million.  Turnover and profit before taxation for the Group for the financial period ended 30 June 2003 was RM 939.4 million and RM 53.0 million respectively.   

Affin Bank Berhad’s group pretax loss for the financial quarter ended 30 June 2003 was RM 22.6 million as compared to a pretax profit of RM 18.6 million in the same financial quarter last year.  Its half year pretax loss was RM 11.9 million as compared to a pretax profit of RM 30.2 million in the same period last year due to higher loan loss provisions.
Affin-ACF Holdings Berhad’s group pretax profit for the current financial quarter was RM 30.3 million, slightly lower by RM 0.3 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding financial quarter.  However, its pretax profit for the current financial half year period improved to RM 64.2 million as compared to RM 59.4 million in the same period last year due to lower loan loss provisions and lower overhead costs.   
Affin Merchant Bank Berhad’s group pretax profit for the current financial quarter increased slightly to RM 4.8 million from RM 4.0 million in the same quarter last year.  However, its pretax profit for the current financial half year period was lower as compared to the same period last year due to higher cost of funds which has adversely affected its interest income margin.  Pretax profit for the six months ended 30/6/2003 was RM 10.8 million as compared to pretax profit of RM 19.0 million in the same period last year.   

Affin Discount Berhad recorded a lower pretax profit of RM 9.0 million for the current financial half year period as compared to RM 27.0 million for the same period last year.  The lower pretax profit was mainly due to lower interest income and higher provision for diminution in value of investments.

Affin-UOB Holdings Sdn Bhd’s group pretax loss increased to RM 8.5 million in the current financial period as compared to a pretax loss of RM 0.3 million in the same period last year due to lower brokerage income as a result of depressed stock market environment. 
Affin Fund Management group’s pretax profit decreased to RM 0.5 million in the current financial period as compared to pretax profit of RM 1.5 million in the same period last year due to lower sale of unit trust, lower management fees and interest income. 
13. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries (cont’d)

Affin Moneybrokers Sdn Bhd’s pretax profit for the current financial half year period doubled to RM 1.2 million as compared to the same period last year.  The improved performance was due to higher brokerage income.
14. Comment on financial results 

The Group recorded a pretax profit of RM 5.9 million in the current financial quarter as compared to a pretax profit of RM 47.1 million recorded in the preceding quarter ended 31 March 2003.  The Group’s loan loss provisioning for the current financial quarter stood at RM 94.6 million (financial quarter ended 31 March 2003 : RM 77.9 million)

15. Prospect for the current financial year

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group expects to be able to sustain its profitability in the second half of the financial year.   

16. Variance of actual profit from forecast profit

The Company did not issue any profit forecast and profit guarantee during the financial period.
