MATERIAL EVENTS SUBSEQUENT TO THE END OF THE INTERIM PERIOD 


There were no material events subsequent to the end of the interim period except for the following:

a. Internal Restructuring

On 18 November 2004, the Company announced that its wholly owned subsidiary, Bank Islam Malaysia Berhad will convert its subsidiary, Bank Islam (L) Ltd. (BILL) into an offshore branch carrying the name of Bank Islam Malaysia Berhad Labuan Offshore Branch (Offshore Branch) which will take effect on the 10 December 2004.

b. Proposed Acquisition

On 5 November 2004, Syarikat Takaful Malaysia Berhad (STMB) a subsidiary of the Company, announced that it had entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement (SPA) with Jalur Harta Sdn. Bhd. to acquire a piece of freehold land measuring 8,404 square metres together with an office complex erected thereon comprising a 26-storey main block with a 29-storey annexe block known as “Bangunan Sime Bank” for a cash consideration of RM114,000,000 (“Proposed Acquisition”). 

The proposed acquisition had been approved by the shareholders of STMB at an Extraordinary General Meeting, which was held on 25 November 2004 but still pending the approval from the Foreign Investment Committee (FIC).

A11.
CHANGES IN COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP


There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the current quarter except for the following:

a. Internal Restructuring as detailed in note A10 (a) above

b. In the month of July 2004, STMB subscribed a rights issue of 360,000 new ordinary shares of USD1.00 each in Asean Retakaful International (L) Ltd. (ARILL) on the basis of nine (9) new ordinary shares for every four (4) existing ordinary shares held for a total consideration of USD360,000 or equivalent to RM1,368,256.

c. In the month of August 2004, STMB subscribed a rights issue of 12,990,850 new ordinary shares of Indonesian Rupiah (IR) 1,000 each in P.T. Syarikat Takaful Indonesia (STI) amounting to IR12,990,850,00 or equivalent to RM5,586,078.

The conversion of BILL to Offshore Branch and the subscription of rights shares by STMB in its subsidiaries i.e. ARILL and STI have no major effect on the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group.

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE
The Group’s Profit Before Zakat and Taxation (PBZT) for the quarter and year-to-date decreased by 30% from RM37.46 million to RM26.37 million as compared to the previous year’s corresponding quarter. Lower profit for the quarter was mainly due to higher operating expenses and lower income from investment of shareholders funds.

COMPARISON WITH THE PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULTS

The Group registered a pre-tax profit of RM26.37 million for the quarter just ended compared to RM44.76 million for the previous quarter. This was a decrease of RM18.39 million or 41% mainly due to higher net provision at Bank Islam Malaysia Berhad (BIMB) as well as lower overall income from both BIMB and Syarikat Takaful Malaysia Berhad (STMB) Group.

The Group is expected to remain profitable throughout the financial year with major contribution from the Banking and Takaful segments in the latter part of the year.
