Explanatory Notes to the Interim Financial Statements – MFRS 134

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MFRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) and paragraph 9.22 of the Main Market Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. These interim financial statements also comply with IAS 34 Interim Financial Reporting issued by the International Accounting Standard Board. 
The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 March 2014. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 March 2014.

Comparison with corresponding period in the previous year

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter compared to corresponding period in the previous year increased by RM17.9 million (11.5%) due to higher sales volume coupled with higher selling price. The Group’s profit before taxation for the current quarter compared to the corresponding period in the previous year increased by RM13.7 million (more than 100%) due to financial year-end adjustments coupled with increase in sales volume and higher profit margin during the quarter under review. 

For Malaysia, the Company’s revenue for the current quarter increased by RM19.4 million (18.8%) as compared to corresponding period in the previous year due to higher sales volume coupled with higher selling price. The Company’s profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM21.2 million as compared to RM8.3 million in the corresponding period in the previous year was due to financial year-end adjustments, higher profit margin coupled with higher sales volume. 

For Vietnam, the subsidiary Company’s revenue slightly decreased by RM1.3 million (2.5%) compared to the corresponding period in the previous year due to lower sales volume. The subsidiary Company’s profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM4.4 million compared to RM 3.2 million at the corresponding period in the previous year was due to higher profit margin despite lower sales volume.
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Comparison with preceding quarter

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM173.1 million compared to RM166.4 million in the previous quarter. The Group’s higher revenue was due to higher selling price coupled with higher sales volume. The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM24.8 million compared to RM15.0 million in the previous quarter. The higher profit before tax was due to financial year-end adjustments, higher profit margin coupled with higher sales volume.

For Malaysia, the Company recorded a revenue of RM122.9 million as compared to RM114.6 million in the previous quarter. The Company’s revenue was higher due to higher sales volume coupled with higher selling price. The Company recorded a profit before tax of RM21.2 million compared to RM11.1 million in the previous quarter. The higher profit before tax during the quarter under review was mainly due to financial year- end adjustments coupled with higher sales volume and better profit margin. 

For Vietnam, the subsidiary Company recorded a revenue of RM52.0 million as compared to RM53.6 million in the previous quarter. The subsidiary Company’s revenue was lower due to lower sales volume. The Company recorded a profit before tax of RM4.4 million compared to RM3.9 million in the previous quarter due to financial year- end adjustments despite lower sales volume. 
Current year prospects

The Board of Directors expects the Group’s operating environment to remain challenging and competitive due to greater presence of importation from overseas and the weakening of Ringgit Malaysia against US Dollar. Although these factors will affect the growth and profitability of the Group, the Management will continue with cost saving activities and is confident that the profitability of the Group for the financial year ending 31 March 2016 will be satisfactory.
