A11. Changes In Composition Of The Group

On 31 July 2008, Ipmuda Berhad acquired 555,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Eager Vest Sdn Bhd ("Eager Vest") representing 46.25% of the issued and paid-up share capital of Eager Vest for a cash consideration of RM897,500. The principal activity of Eager Vest is investment holding which currently owns 20% shareholding in five of Ipmuda’s subsidiaries. After acquisition of the shares, Eager Vest is deemed a subsidiary of Ipmuda by way of board representation.
During the current financial year, Ipmuda Buildermart Sdn Bhd, a wholly owned subsidiary, increased its shareholding from 51% to 100% by the acquisition of 250,000 shares in another subsidiary, Perniagaan Maju Ramadhan Sdn Bhd (PMR) for a consideration of RM395,500. The principal activity of PMR is property development. 
The acquisitions had no material effect on the earnings or net tangible assets of the Ipmuda Group for the current financial period except for a negative goodwill of RM4.96 million.

B1. Review Of Performance

The Group performed commendably much better for the year ended 31 December 2008 compared to last year with revenue increased by 20% to RM743 million and pre-tax profit surged significantly from last year’s RM7.7 million to RM20.9 million. The higher pre-tax profit is mainly due to the increased revenue, gain from the disposal of factory and leasehold land in Ipoh and the recognition of negative goodwill of RM4.9 million arising from the acquisition of Eager Vest as mentioned in A11.  

B2. Material Changes In The Profit Before Taxation

The Group posted a lower pre-tax profit of RM1.8 million for the current quarter against the previous quarter pre-tax profit of RM7.0 million. This is mainly attributable to lower revenue and lesser amount of negative goodwill recognised.
B3. Current Year Prospects 

Barring any unforeseen circumstances the Group expects its operations to remain stable.

The company did not make a profit forecast and therefore comments on variances with forecast profit are not applicable.
