A1 BASIS OF PREPARATION
The interim report is prepared in accordance with FRS 134 “Interim Financial Reporting” and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia’s Listing Requirements, and should be read in conjunction with the Group’s financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005.

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with the same accounting policies adopted in the 2005 annual financial statements, except for the accounting policy changes that are expected to be reflected in the 2006 annual financial statement. Details of these changes in accounting policies are set out in Note A2.

The preparation of an interim financial report in conformity with FRS 134, “Interim Financial Reporting” requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses on a year to date basis. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

This interim financial report contains condensed consolidated financial statements and selected explanatory notes. The notes include an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in financial position and performance of the Group since the 2005 annual financial statements. The condensed consolidated interim financial statements and notes thereon do not include all of the information required for full set of financial statements prepared in accordance with FRSs.

The financial information relating to the financial year ended 31 December 2005 that is included in the interim financial report as being previously reported information does not constitute the Company’s statutory financial statements for that financial year but is derived from those financial statements other than those that have been restated as a result of the change in accounting policies. 
A2 CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The MASB has issued a number of new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (FRSs, which term collectively includes the MASB’s Issues Committee’s interpretations) that are effective for accounting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2006.
In the current year, the MASB issued another two revised FRSs (i.e. FRS 117, Leases and FRS 124, Related Party Disclosures). These two FRSs are effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 October 2006.
The Board of Directors has determined the accounting policies to be adopted in the preparation of the Group’s annual financial statements for the year ending 31 December 2006, however decided not to early adopt the two FRSs.

The FRSs that will be effective in the annual financial statement for the year ending 31 December 2006 may be affected by the issue of additional interpretation(s) or other changes announced by MASB subsequent to the date of issuance of this interim report. Therefore the policies that will be applied in the Group’s financial statements for that period cannot be determined with certainty at the date of the issuance of this interim financial report.
 The following sets out further information on the changes in accounting policies for the annual accounting period beginning on 1 January 2006 which have been reflected in this interim financial report.

(b) Goodwill (FRS 3, Business Combinations and FRS 136, Impairment of Assets)

In prior periods:

-  Goodwill arising on consolidation represents the excess of the cost of acquisition over the fair value of the Group’s share of the subsidiary companies’ identifiable net assets at the date of acquisition.  Goodwill arising on consolidation is written off on a straight-line basis over a period of 20 years. At each balance sheet date, the Group assesses whether there is any indication of impairment. If such indications exist, an analysis is performed to assess whether the carrying amount of the asset is fully recoverable. The excess of fair value of the Group’s share of the subsidiary companies’ identifiable net assets over the cost of acquisition at the date of acquisition is reflected as capital reserve on consolidation and taken to reserves.

With effect from 1 January 2006, in accordance with FRS 3 and FRS 136, the Group no longer amortises positive goodwill. Such goodwill is tested annually for impairment and carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses. Impairment losses are recognised when the carrying amount of the cash generating unit to which the goodwill has been allocated exceeds it recoverable amount. Gains and losses on the disposal of an entity include the carrying amount of goodwill relating to the entity sold.

Also with effect from 1 January 2006 and in accordance with FRS 3, if the fair value of the net assets acquired in a business combination exceeds the consideration paid (i.e. an amount arises which would have been known as negative goodwill under the previous accounting policy), the excess is recognised immediately in the income statement as it arises.
The new policy in respect of positive goodwill has been applied prospectively in accordance with the transitional arrangements under FRS 3. As a result, comparative amounts have not been restated, the cumulative amount of the amortisation as of 1 January 2006 has been offset against the cost of the goodwill and no amortisation charge for goodwill has been recognised in the income statement for the three months ended 31 March 2006. This has increase the Group’s profit after tax for the three months ended 31 March 2006 by RM1,294,000.

(c) Nurse training (FRS 138, Intangibles assets)

The Group has reassessed the scope of intangibles assets in accordance with FRS 138. As a result, the training cost that was capitalised in prior years and is not incompliance with FRS 138 is written off. This has decrease the Group’s profit after tax for the three months ended 31 March 2006 by RM711,000.

(d) Changes in the presentation (FRS 101, Presentation of Financial Statements and FRS 127, Consolidated and Separate Financial Statements) – Minority interests

In prior years, minority interests in the results of the Group for the year were separately presented in the income statement as a deduction/addition before arriving at the profit attributable to shareholders.

With effect from 1 January 2006, in order to comply with FRS 101 and FRS 127, the minority interests in the results of the Group for the period are presented on the face of the consolidated income statement as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period between the minority interests and the equity holders of the parent.

A11 MATERIAL EVENTS SUBSEQUENT TO THE END OF THE INTERIM PERIOD

There are no material events subsequent to the financial period ended 31 March 2006 that have not been reflected in the interim financial reports.

A12 CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP 
On 13 February 2006, Kumpulan Perubatan (Johor) Sdn Bhd, a subsidiary company, acquired 99,178 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Kuantan Specialist Hospital Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM252,408. The fair value of net assets for 2.6% equity interest in Kuantan Specialist Hospital Sdn Bhd at the date of acquisition was RM417,517 and reserve on consolidation arising amounted to RM165,109.

On 28 December 2005, the sale and purchase agreement was signed between Kumpulan Perubatan (Johor) Sdn Bhd, a subsidiary company, and relevant parties of Selangor Medical Centre Sdn Bhd for the acquisition of 24,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Selangor Medical Centres Sdn Bhd for a cash consideration of RM48,000,000. The acquisition is completed on 1 March 2006. The fair value of net assets for 60% equity interest in Selangor Medical Centres Sdn Bhd at the date of acquisition was RM23,739,756 and goodwill arising amounted to RM24,260,244.

B1 REVIEW OF THE PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPANY AND ITS PRINCIPAL SUBSIDIARIES

The profit before taxation for the current quarter has increased by 14% to RM11.6 million from RM10.1 million in the corresponding quarter 2005, mainly due to higher revenue in the current quarter contributed by higher activities recorded by the hospital.
B2 MATERIAL CHANGE IN QUARTERLY RESULTS
The profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM11.6 million has decreased by 14% as compared to preceding quarter of RM13.4 million.  Although the revenue for the current quarter of RM191.5 million has increased by 7% as compared to preceding quarter of RM178.7 million, the decrease in the profit before tax is due to higher operating expenses incurred by the hospitals.

The Board is optimistic that the Group’s financial performance for the year ending 31 December 2006 will continue to improve.

a) Proposed establishment and listing of Al-‘Aqar KPJ REIT (“KPJ REIT”) 

The Company is pleased to announce that the Securities Commission ("SC") had on 10 May 2006 approved the establishment and listing of KPJ REIT on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad ("Bursa Securities"). The approval from the SC is for the establishment of KPJ REIT with an initial fund size of 205,000,000 units and flotation and listing of 205,000,000 KPJ REIT units on Bursa Securities. Notwithstanding this and due to high demand for KPJ REIT from Islamic funds, KPJ plans to increase the size of the REIT and will submit relevant application to the SC on this matter soon.

b) Proposed share buy-back of up to ten percent (10%) of the issued  and paid up share capital of the Company
On 10 May 2006, The Board of Directors of KPJ ("Board") announced that the Company proposes to seek the approval of its shareholders for the Proposed Share Buy-Back.
c) Employee Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”)

On 13 July 2004, the Company granted options under the ESOS to subscribe for 12.0 million unissued ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in the Company at an option price of RM1.33 per share to eligible executive directors and employees.

d) Commercial Papers/Medium Term Notes (“CP/MTN”)

For diluted earnings per share calculation, the weighted average number of ordinary shares in issue is adjusted to assume conversion of all dilutive potential ordinary shares. The dilutive potential ordinary shares for the Group is share options granted to employees.
For the share options granted to employees, a calculation is done to determine the number of shares that could have been acquired at fair value (determined as the average share price of the Company’s shares) based on the monetary value of the subscription rights attached to the outstanding share options. The difference is added to the denominator as an issue of ordinary shares for no consideration. This calculation serves to determine the ‘bonus’ element in the ordinary shares outstanding for the purpose of computing the dilution. No adjustment is made to the net profit attributable to the shareholders for the share options calculation.
