1. Accounting Policies and Basis of Preparation

The unaudited condensed interim financial statements for the 2nd quarter and the financial period ended 30 June 2008 have been prepared in accordance with the FRS134 (Interim Financial Reporting) and Paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad Listing Requirements and should be read in conjunction with the Group’s annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2007.

The accounting policies and presentation adopted for the interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted for the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2007.

2. Changes in Accounting Policies

The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2007.
3. Disclosure of Audit Report Qualification and Status of Matters Raised

The auditors’ report on the financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2007 was not qualified.

4. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group's principal activities are the distribution of fast moving consumer and healthcare products. Consequently, sales and contributions are influenced by the festive seasons of Hari Raya, Christmas, Chinese New Year and Deepavali. 

5. Unusual Items Affecting Assets, Liabilities, Equity, Net Income or Cash Flow

Except for the restructuring charge of RM11.7 million incurred as at 30 June 2008, there were no other unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows.
6. Material Changes in Estimates

The Company has not made any material estimates. 

7. Changes in Debt and Equity Securities
There were no changes in debt and equity securities during the quarter under review.

8. Dividend Paid

No dividend was paid in the quarter ended 30 June 2008.
9. Segment Information

Review of performance

In the releases for the fourth quarter 2007 and the first quarter 2008, the Group reported the implementation of a major restructuring exercise started in the first quarter 2008 with the goal to significantly reduce cost and improve efficiency. The necessary charges for these measures, amounting to RM 11.7 million, were taken in the first quarter 2008 and improvements in profit were projected to materialize in the second quarter.

Unfortunately, the performance in this second quarter did not meet expectations and only a small profit was achieved for the three months from April to June 2008.  The following developments were the principal reasons for this unsatisfactory trend. Staff reductions scheduled for completion in the second quarter was not achieved due to delays in the availability of new infrastructure. This has resulted in the retention of manpower which will extend into the third and possibly the fourth quarter thus not achieving the projected reduction of the related expenses. Market hygiene, one of the principal negative factors in 2007, has sharply risen again because of an increased flow-back of trading goods resulting from one of the restructuring measures. Additionally, significant cost increases materialized after the announcement of the fuel price rise and this is affecting the Group, especially with regards to transportation costs.  Finally, since May, sales have been slower than expected.
Group sales in the second quarter reached RM 918 million, an increase of 13.2% to the same period last year and of 1.1% to the immediately preceding first quarter 2008. Without accounting for the sales of Texchem Consumers Sdn Bhd, which had joined the Group on 1 June 2007, the quarterly growth rate compared to the same period last year would have been 10.8%. Cumulative sales for the six months amounted to RM 1,825 million, an increase of 14.2% compared to 2007, and of 11.5% without consideration of Texchem Consumers Sdn Bhd in the first five months of 2008. 

In the second quarter, the Group reported a profit of just RM 0.2 million after tax, which only slightly reduced the first quarter loss after tax of RM 11.2 million to RM 11.0 million for the six months 2008. It should be noted that this figure includes the reorganization charges of RM 11.7 million.
Comments to the Performance of the Business Segments
Trading and Logistics Segment

This segment achieved a quarterly sales improvement of 13.3% over the same period last year and of 1.1% over the first quarter 2008. Cumulative sales increased by 14.3% over the six months of 2007. Without consideration of the acquisition of Texchem Consumers Sdn Bhd, the quarter growth rate over the same period last year would have been 10.8%, while the cumulative sales increased by 11.5%. 

While these growth rates are generally high, it has to be noted that they are more driven by price increases than by volume growth because suppliers have passed the increased raw material and production costs to consumers.

Chemicals Segment

In the second quarter 2008, the Chemicals segment achieved a sales growth of 9.3% compared to the same period last year and the immediately preceding first quarter 2008. Segmental results improved from last year.  The trend reflects a positive growth since the second half of 2007, which is primarily driven by strong sales in the petrochemical and personal care industries. These offset the lower than expected offtake in livestock and manufacturing, which have been negatively impacted by the high raw material and fuel prices respectively. The slowing external demand, particularly from the U.S. has also dampened production volumes.
Food Segment
The Food segment reported sales of RM 8.4 million in the traditionally slow second quarter without any festive seasons. This represents an increase of 9.6% over the same period last year and a decline of 6.4% over the stronger first quarter. The cumulative segmental contribution improved by 50% from the first six months of 2007. 

The Famous Amos Chocolate Chip Cookie Corporation (M) Sdn Bhd chain continues with its strong performance and the niche Food Ingredients business continues with the inroads made in 2007 and performance is well ahead of last year.

Material Changes in Profit before Taxation for the Current Quarter as compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter

The second quarter of a year has traditionally reported the weakest performance of a year.   

3. Prospects 

The performance in 2007 had not met expectations and a comprehensive restructuring program was implemented on 1 January 2008. It fundamentally changes the business approach of major parts of the Trading and Logistics segment, the largest unit of the Group. The restructuring costs were recognized in the first quarter of 2008, which consequently showed a substantial loss. The second quarter did not produce the expected strong improvement in the results because of a number of factors explained above. Consequently, the Group now expects that the full year 2008 results will fall short of the 2007 performance and the benefits of the restructuring will only materialize in 2009.

On 4 April 2008, AmInvestment Bank Berhad announced on behalf of DKSH Holdings (Malaysia) Berhad that the Securities Commission had approved the extension of time of twelve months from 19 November 2007 to 19 November 2008 for the Company to comply with the Securities Commission’s Condition of allocating 30% of the Restricted Shares to Bumiputera investors within 2 years after the completion of the Restricted Issue of 75 million new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each.

On 22 April 2008, the Company announced its intention to seek the shareholders’ approval to renew the mandate for recurrent related party transactions of a revenue or trading nature at the Sixteenth Annual General Meeting. The shareholders’ approval was obtained at the Sixteenth Annual General Meeting held on 12 June 2008.

Foreign currency transactions in Group companies are accounted for at exchange rates ruling at the transaction dates. Foreign currency monetary assets and liabilities are translated at exchange rates ruling at the balance sheet date, unless hedged by forward foreign exchange contracts when the rates specified in such forward contracts are used. Exchange differences arising from the settlement of foreign currency transactions and from the translation of foreign currency monetary assets and liabilities are included in the income statement.

Future liabilities in foreign currencies are covered by forward-purchased currencies from reputable banks when their amounts and due dates are known. Forward hedges are exclusively used for bona-fide and documented trade transactions and not for speculative purposes in line with the DKSH Group’s policy. The Group does not foresee any significant credit and market risks.

11. Changes in Material Litigation

There is no change in material litigation since the last financial year ended 31 December 2007 and up to 25 August 2008.  
12. Dividend Proposed or Declared

No interim dividend has been declared by the Board of Directors.  A final dividend of 3 sen gross per ordinary share for the year ended 31 December 2007 was approved by the shareholders at the 16th Annual General Meeting of the Company on 12 June 2008 and was subsequently paid to the shareholders on 13 August 2008.
