Previously, deferred tax liabilities were provided for all timing differences except when there is reasonable evidence that these timing differences will not reverse in the foreseeable future.  In addition, the Group has commenced recognition of deferred tax effects on revalued assets although the Group has no firm commitment to dispose of these assets in the foreseeable future.  Previously deferred tax effects on revalued assets were not recognized if the Group has no firm commitment to dispose of the assets in the foreseeable future. The Australian Dollar term loan is repayable by 8 semi-annual instalments of AUD525,000 each commencing 17 April 2004 with interest rate at 1.15% above 3 months cost of fund for Australian Dollar.
