Group revenue for the period ended 30th September 2005 was RM 714.8 million, as compared with 

RM 605.1 million for the preceding year’s corresponding period, an increase of 18.1%. Group operating profit before taxation for the period ended 30th September 2005 was RM 71.6 million as compared with RM 42.5 million achieved in the period ended 30th September 2004, an increase of 68.5%.

TheGroup’s revenue increased due mainly to contribution from the manufacturing subsidiaries. 

MBMR’s increase in Group operating profit before taxation for the current quarter was mainly due to higher contribution by an associated company as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding period.

26 November 2004  -    The Company has entered into a Conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement with Med-Bumikar Mara Sdn.Bhd ( MBMSB ) for the acquisition of the entire paid-up capital of Inai Benua Sdn.Bhd ( IBSB ) for a purchase consideration of RM10,000 and upon completion of the Agreement, the Company shall advance  RM25,830,000 to IBSB for it to pay off an advance to MBMSB as a result of IBSB’s acquisition of 42.0% shareholding ( 6,300,000 ordinary shares ) in Hino Malaysia Sdn.Bhd ( HMM ) . As a result of this acquisition, the Company’s effective shareholding in HMM will be 42.0%. As at the date of this reporting the Agreement has not been completed.

30 Sep 2005  -    The Company announced that its wholly-owned subsidiary,  Galaxy Waves Sdn.Bhd ( GWSB), offers to acquire the remaining 10,200,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 in Federal Auto Holdings Berhad.(FAHB), representing approximately 68% of the issued and paid-up share capital of FAHB  which are not already owned by GWSB for RM2.80 for each Offer Share from the other shareholders of FAHB.

The foreign currency contracts are entered into to hedge the Group’s purchases denominated in foreign currency. The contracted rates will be used to convert the Malaysian Ringgit to foreign currency.

Forward foreign exchange contracts are used to firm the  exchange rate for payments in foreign currency. The maturity period for each contract depends on the payments date agreed with the suppliers. The hedging immunises the Group from market or other risks such that the values of the underlying liabilities are fixed. Besides a small fee, there are no other cash requirements for these contracts.
