B1.
Review of Results of the Quarter and Year To Date

Current Quarter

Group revenue of RM75,602,000 was higher than the RM60,546,000 recorded in the previous corresponding quarter because of an increase in interest income from the money lending subsidiary company.  However, a loss before tax of RM12,746,000 was posted, a reversal of the profit before tax of RM25,759,000 in the previous corresponding quarter.  This reversal was due to an increase in claims provisions during the current quarter compared with a write-back in the previous corresponding quarter.
Year To Date

The Group posted revenue of RM251,464,000 which was RM23,523,000 higher than that of the previous corresponding period.  This increase resulted from premium growth at the insurance subsidiary company and higher interest income from the money lending subsidiary company.  However, a higher pre-tax loss of RM13,284,000 was recorded compared to the RM12,192,000 of the previous corresponding period, mainly due to higher claims incurred by the insurance subsidiary company net off the interest income from the money lending subsidiary company. 
B2.
Comparison With Preceding Quarter’s Results

Group revenue rose to RM75,602,000 from RM59,175,000 primarily because of an increase in interest income at the money lending subsidiary company.  However, the Group recorded a loss before tax of RM12,746,000 an increase on the loss before tax of RM11,405,000 in the preceding quarter.  This loss before tax was mainly due to an increase in claims incurred compared to the preceding quarter.

Current Year Prospects

The Directors expect the Group to improve upon its performance in view of the improved economic conditions and taking into consideration the extent of the severe adverse factors which affected the performance of the Group in the year under review will not recur.

Status of Corporate Proposals

On 16 August 2002 AmMerchant Bank Berhad announced on behalf of the Company that the Company proposed to establish an Employee Share Option Scheme (ESOS) of up to ten percent (10%) of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company at any point in time during the existence of the Proposed ESOS or such percentage of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company as may be permitted by the Securities Commission (SC) from time to time during the duration of the proposed ESOS.  
The Proposed ESOS is conditional upon approvals being obtained from the following:

(a) the SC;

(b) the shareholders of the Company at an Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) to be convened to approve the Proposed ESOS and the proposed maximum allowable allotments of the Executive Directors of the Company and connected persons under the Proposed ESOS;

(c) the KLSE for the listing of and quotation for the new shares to be issued pursuant to the Proposed ESOS; and

(d) any other regulatory authority whose approval is necessary in respect of the Proposed ESOS.

An application to the SC seeking its approval for the Proposed ESOS was made on 16 October 2002. 
On 20 November 2002 a circular to shareholders was issued in connection with an EGM to be held on 5 December 2002 to approve the Proposed ESOS.
