B1. Review of performance

For the quarter ended 31 March 2005, the Company had recorded revenue of RM576.0 million (quarter ended 31 March 2004: RM573.8 million). The increase was mainly due to higher utility sales in the current quarter.

Profit before tax for the quarter ended 31 March 2005 of RM221.9 million (quarter ended 31 March 2004: RM184.1 million) was derived after charging depreciation of RM159.6 million (quarter ended March 2004:RM163.5 million). The increase in profit for the quarter period was mainly due to higher utility sales, higher other income and lower operating costs.

For the financial year ended 31 March 2005, the Company had recorded revenue of RM2,307.3 million (March 2004: RM2,230.2 million). The increase was mainly due to higher volume of gas processed and higher utility sales in the current financial year.

Profit before tax for the financial year ended 31 March 2005 of RM893.3 million (March 2004: RM740.9 million) was derived after charging depreciation of RM634.8 million (March 2004: RM628.7 million). The increase in profit for the financial period was mainly due to higher revenue, higher other income and lower operating costs. 
B2. Variation of results against preceding quarter

Revenue for the current quarter was RM576.0 million, an increase of RM1.6 million from the preceding quarter mainly due to higher utilities sales in the current quarter.

Profit before tax for the current quarter of RM221.9 million was RM10.1 million lower than the preceding quarter due to increase in operating cost . 

B3. Prospects for the financial year ending 31 March 2006

Revenue from gas processing and transmission business is expected to increase slightly due to higher importation of gas from Malaysia Thailand Joint Development Area. Revenue from utilities business is expected to remain at current level consistent with projected customers' demand.

On 11 August 2004, the Company announced that it had received an offer from Petroliam Nasional Berhad (“PETRONAS”) for the sale to the Company of all PETRONAS’ investment in Gas Malaysia Sdn. Bhd. PETRONAS currently owns twenty per cent (20%) of the ordinary shares of Gas Malaysia Sdn. Bhd.

On 4 March 2005, the Company had entered into a Call Option Agreement with PETRONAS to acquire 20% equity interest in Gas Malaysia Sdn. Bhd., at a consideration of RM102,030,000.  The option duration will be for an initial period of one year at a fee of RM1,000,000. The Company has an option to extend additional year at a fee of RM4,000,000.
