On 15 June 2004, the Company had announced inter-alia that Bandar Subang Sdn Bhd (“BSSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary had entered into a sale and purchase agreement (“SPA”) with Rakyat Corporation Sdn Bhd (“RCSB”) for the acquisition of the land measuring approximately 60 acres held in Mukim Kajang, Daerah Ulu Langat, Selangor Darul Ehsan (“Properties”)  for a cash consideration of RM38,000,000/-.

B10.     Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments  

The Group did not have any financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at 28 August 2004 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report).

B11.    Material Litigations

            The status of the material litigation between Bandar Subang Sdn Bhd (“BSSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary and Cygal Berhad (“CB”) in respect of the arbitration of the building contract as announced in the last financial period ended 31 March 2004, remains unchanged as at 28 August 2004 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report).  The next set of hearing dates are scheduled on the 13th to 15th  October 2004 and  27th  to 29th  October 2004.

Pending the resolution of the above arbitration, CB had applied to the High Court to, among others, restrain BSSB from demanding the Bank Guarantees for the Performance Bond and Retention Bond. CB had further applied for an interim injunction to restrain BSSB from demanding on the Bank Guarantees pending the hearing of the application in the High Court. Upon hearing the parties in the matter, the High Court had dismissed CB’s application for the interim injunction with costs.  CB subsequently filed an appeal to the Court of Appeal against the above decision of the High Court. The Court of Appeal had on 10 February 2004  dismissed CB’s appeal with costs. CB had on 9 March 2004 applied to the Federal Court for leave to appeal against the Court of Appeal’s decision.  The Federal Court had on 21 June 2004 dismissed CB’s application for leave to appeal with costs.
