B11.    Material Litigations

(i)  The status of the material litigation between Bandar Subang Sdn Bhd (“BSSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary and Cygal Berhad in respect of the arbitration of the building contract is as follows :

On 15 September 2008, BSSB filed an originating summons in Kuala Lumpur High Court seeking for inter alia an order that the learned arbitrator be directed to state in the form of a special case for the decision of the High Court in respect of the questions of law that have arisen in the course of the arbitration proceedings.  

On 14 October 2008, BSSB had obtained an order of the High Court directing the learned arbitrator to adjourn the arbitration proceedings pending the final determination of the originating summons.  On 15 May 2009, BSSB had with the consent of Cygal Berhad, withdrew its originating summons to direct the arbitrator to state a case with no order as to costs and with liberty to file afresh after BSSB has closed its case in the arbitration proceedings to enable more facts to be elicited in the continuation of the arbitration proceedings. The hearing of the arbitration proceedings is scheduled to continue on 22 and 23 October 2009.   

(ii) The status of the material litigation between the Company and Esphere Enterprises Sdn Bhd (“EESB”) in respect of the Company’s petition for winding-up of EESB as announced in the last financial period ended 31 March 2009, remains unchanged as at 20 August 2009 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report).  The Judgement in Default (JID) of Defence was granted by the Senior Assistant Registrar on 26 May 2009.  The Defendants have purported to file a Statement of Defence after the  Liquidators’ solicitors have filed the application for JID of Defence.  However, the defendants failed to either apply for extension of time to file the Defence or to file an affidavit to oppose the said application for JID.   

            The Defendants have appealed to the High Court and the appeal hearing is  now fixed on 24 August 2009.
