           Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) Approval Accounting Standards, MFRSs

In conjunction with the planned convergence of FRSs with International Financial Reporting Standards as issued by the  International  Accounting  Standards  Board  on 1 January 2012, the MASB had on 19 November 2011 issued a new MASB approved accounting standards, MFRSs (“MFRSs Framework”) for application in the annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012.
The MFRSs Framework is mandatory for adoption by all Entities Other Than Private Entities for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012, with the exception of entities subject to the application of MFRSs 141 Agriculture and/or IC Int 15 Agreements for the Construction of Real Estate (“Transitioning Entities”). The Transitioning Entities are given an option to defer adoption of the MFRSs framework for an additional one year. Transitioning Entities also include those entities that consolidate or equity account or proportionately consolidate another entity that has chosen to continue to apply the FRSs framework for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012.

On 30 June 2012, MASB has decided to allow Transitioning entities to defer the adoption of MFRS Framework for another year. Consequently adoption of MFRS Framework by Transitioning Entities will be mandatory for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2014. 

The Group is currently assessing the impact of the adoption of the MFRS framework and will prepare its first MFRSs financial statements using the MFRSs framework for the financial year ending 31 December 2014.

The audit report of the Group for the preceding annual financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2011 was not subject to any qualification.

B.   ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD'S LISTING REQUIREMENTS

B1.      Review Of Performance Of The Company And Its Principal Subsidiaries        

            The Group registered a revenue of RM10.916 million for the financial period from  1 January 2012 to 30 June 2012 (FY2012) compared to a revenue of RM11.402 million for the  preceding year corresponding period (FY2011).  Revenue for the current financial quarter (2Q12) was RM7.189 million as compared to RM10.497 million for the  preceding year corresponding quarter (2Q11). 

            The loss before taxation (LossBT) for FY2012  was  RM0.367  million compared to   RM1.111  million for FY2011. There was  a reduction of 67% in the LossBT for FY2012 compared to FY2011. Profit before tax (PBT) for 2Q12 was RM0.562 million compared to  RM0.266 million in 2Q11. The increase in the PBT for 2Q12  represented an increase of 111.3% compared to 2Q11.  PBT comprises of profits derived from the property segment, construction segment and trading segments.
(i) Property

The property segment registered a revenue of RM9.776 million in FY2012 as compared to RM10.855 million in FY2011. There was a decrease of 9.94% in the revenue for FY2012 and a decrease in segment loss of 15.65% for FY2012 of RM0.943 million as compared to RM1.118 million in FY2011.  The  revenue and decrease in the segment loss for FY2012 were mainly due to billings from the existing on-going development projects in  FY2012. 

Revenue  from the  property segment  for 2Q12 was RM6.431 million as compared to RM10.036 million in 2Q11. There was a decrease of 35.92% in the revenue as compared to 2Q11. Segment profit decreased by 25.6% for 2Q12 of RM0.186 million as compared to RM0.250 million for 2Q11. The  revenue and segment profit for 2Q12 was contributed by the   billings from the existing on-going development projects in 2Q12.

(ii) Construction

Construction revenue for the FY2012 and 2Q12 was RM0.231 million  as compared to RM0.169 million in FY2011 and RM0.094 million in 2Q11.  
Profit before tax for the FY2012 and 2Q12 was RM0.320 million as compared to RM0.017 million in FY2011 and RM0.009million in 2Q11. The increase in revenue and segment profit  for FY2012 and 2Q12 was mainly due to some final billings upon finalization of accounts for a turnkey polyclinic project which was completed in FY2010 and  some cost savings  from the completed turnkey polyclinic project.
B1. Review Of Performance Of The Company And Its Principal Subsidiaries  (Continued)       

(iii) Trading

Trading revenue for the FY2012 and 2Q12 was RM0.909 million and RM0.527 million respectively as compared to RM0.378 million in FY2011 and RM0.367 million in 2Q11.  There was an increase of 140.48% in the revenue for FY2012 compared to FY2011.  Revenue for 2Q12 increased by 43.6% compared to 2Q11. 

The trading segment registered a profit of RM0.256 million  in the FY2012 and  RM0.056 million in  2Q12.  This was  mainly attributable to the supplies of  building materials to the customers.
B2.    Material Changes In The Quarterly Results Compared To The Results Of The Preceding Quarter

            The Group registered a revenue of RM7.189 million and a profit before taxation of RM0.562 million for the current financial quarter as compared to a revenue of RM3.727 million and a loss before tax  of RM0.929 million for the immediate preceding financial quarter. 

The  increase  in revenue and profit before tax for the current financial quarter was mainly attributable to the property sector.  
B3.      Prospect For Current Financial Year

The Group’s on-going development projects and  new residential projects in Selangor shall continue to contribute positively to the Group’s performance for the financial year 2012. 

The Group will continue to focus on building affordable and quality homes and will make every effort to improve efficiency and productivity.  Hence barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Group is optimistic about its prospects for the current financial year.

B4.     Variance Of Profit Forecast

The Group did not issue any profit forecast to the shareholders during the current financial period under review.

            On 28 October 2011, the Company had made an announcement that it had entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Cum Settlement Agreement with Farlim Properties Sdn Bhd (“FPSB”) and Farlim Holding Sdn Bhd (“FHSB”) for the transfer to the Company of 1/4 undivided share of land of each of Lot 1561, Section 3, Town of Air Itam, held under No. Hakmilik GRN 43187 and Lot 1584, Mukim 13 held under No. Hakmilik GRN 53264 as well as 11/100 undivided share in Lot 1457, Mukim 13 held under No. Hakmilik GRN 4661, all within the District of Timur Laut, Penang for a purchase consideration of RM57,341,580.47 as full settlement of RM54,841,580.47 (“Amount Owing”) due from FHSB to the Company and set-off with all the professional fees and related expenses pertaining to the Proposed Settlement for a total amount of RM2.5 million to be borne by FHSB (“Settlement Agreement”).

            On 26 April 2012, the Company had made an announcement that the Company, FPSB and FHSB had mutually agreed to an extension of time for three (3) months to 27 July 2012 for the fulfillment of the conditions precedent of the Settlement Agreement.
On 26 July 2012, , the Company had made an announcement that the Company, FPSB and FHSB had mutually agreed to a further extension of time for three (3) months to 27 October 2012 for the fulfillment of the conditions precedent of the Settlement Agreement.
Notwithstanding the above, the Settlement Agreement is to be completed on or before 31 December 2012.

B10.    Material Litigations

(i)  The changes in the material litigation between Bandar Subang Sdn Bhd (“BSSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary and Cygal Berhad in respect of the arbitration of the building contract since the date of the last annual statement of financial position are as follows :

BSSB has closed its case in the arbitration proceedings.  The matter is now pending the filing of the written submissions by the parties.

(ii)(a) The status of the material litigation between the Company and Esphere Enterprises Sdn Bhd (“EESB”) since the date of the last annual statement of financial position in respect of the Company’s petition for winding-up of EESB as announced in the last financial period ended 31 March 2012 remains unchanged as at 27 August 2012 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this report). 

 (ii)(b) As to the action taken by EESB (In-Liquidation) as Plaintiff against the Defendants in respect of the transfer of shares in Mahawira Sdn Bhd back to ESSB, the High Court had on 21 February 2011 made a decision in dismissing the Plaintiff’s claim with costs and allowed the Plaintiff to file a Notice of Appeal to the Court of Appeal within 30 days from 23 February 2011.  EESB had on 17 March 2011 filed an appeal to the Court of Appeal and the Court of Appeal Registrar has fixed the hearing date of the appeal on 9 May 2012. On the hearing date, the Appeal Court Judges heard the submission and dismissed the appeal on the decision of the High Court.
            The Liquidators have decided to proceed with the appeal to the Federal Court on the decision of the Court of Appeal.  The Liquidators’ solicitors had on 8 June 2012 filed the documents for leave application at the Putrajaya Federal Court Registry. The case management of the matter was fixed on 3 July 2012 and the Registrar had subsequently fixed another date on 28 August 2012 to the leave application. 

(iii)
A former employee (“Plaintiff”) of the Company had brought an action              in the High Court, arising out of the purported   termination of his services by the Company. The Plaintiff was alleging that the purported termination had defamed him, in particular in the construction industry and he was unable to secure a job in the said industry thereafter. 

The Plaintiff was claiming for general damages totalling RM200,000.00, loss of earnings totalling RM336,128.00, loss of bonus totalling RM100,000.00, loss due to deduction of salary, loss of opportunity and promotion prospects, damages for defamation , legal cost  and interest at the rate of 8% per annum from the date of the filing of Writ  to the date of realization.

The changes on the above material litigation since the date of the last annual statement of financial position are appended below as at 27 August 2012 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this report).

B10.    Material Litigations (Continued)

The matter had been heard by the High Court at Shah Alam scheduled on 17 to 19 January 2011 and judgement was delivered by the Court on 31 January 2011. The Court dismissed the Plaintiff’s claims and had ordered that an agreed cost of RM30,000.00 be paid by the Plaintiff to the Company. Our solicitors had sent reminder letters on 3 May 2011 and 13 May 2011 to the Plaintiff’s solicitors demanding the cost of RM30,000.00 to be deposited in Court.  

On 22 August 2011, the Plaintiff had filed an application for stay. On 7 August 2012, the Court has dismissed the Plaintiff’s Application For Stay and further ordered that a costs of RM1,500.00 to be paid to the Defendant, within 21 days from the date thereof.
