MASB Approved Accounting Standards, MFRSs

B.   ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD'S LISTING REQUIREMENTS

B1.      Review Of Performance Of The Company And Its Principal Subsidiaries        

            The Group registered a revenue of RM24.914 million for the financial period from  1 January 2014 to 31 December 2014 (FY2014) compared to a revenue of RM22.040 million for the  preceding year corresponding period from 1 January 2013 to 31 December 2013 (FY2013).  Revenue for the current financial quarter (4Q14) was RM14.085 million as compared to RM8.544 million for the  preceding year corresponding quarter (4Q13). 

            The profit before taxation (PBT) for FY2014 of RM56.410 million represents an increase of 591.21% in profit compared to a loss before taxation (LossBT) of RM11.484 million for FY2013. The PBT for FY2014 was mainly derived from the gain on disposal of land by the Company of RM54.884 million. The Group has registered a PBT of RM0.483 million in 4Q14 as compared to a LossBT of RM9.193 million in 4Q13.
(i) Property

The property segment registered a revenue of RM23.466 million in FY2014 and RM13.605 million in 4Q14 as compared to RM21.143 million and RM8.484 million in FY2013 and 4Q13 respectively. The revenue of RM23.466 million was mainly  derived from the sale of Phase 1 of the Company’s  commercial development project comprising of 27 units of  3 storey  shopoffice which was launched  in 3Q14. 
Segment profit for FY2014 of RM56.274  million represented an increase of 1,015.02%  as compared to a LossBT for FY2013 of RM6.150 million. The increase in segment profit for FY2014 was mainly attributable to the gain on disposal of land by the Company of RM54.884 million. The Group has provided an  impairment of goodwill of its subsidiary companies amounting to RM4.562 million in the 4Q14.
(ii) Trading

Trading revenue for the FY2014 and 4Q14 was RM1.448 million and RM0.480 million respectively as compared to RM0.897 million in FY2013 and RM0.060 million in 4Q13.  There was an increase of 61.43% in the revenue for FY2014 and 700.0% in 4Q14 as compared to FY2013 and 4Q13 respectively. Trading revenue  was derived from the  supply of building materials. 

The trading segment registered a PBT of RM0.139 million and RM0.043 million in the FY2014 and 4Q14  respectively. This was mainly attributable to the supplies of  building materials to the customers.

B2.    Material Changes In The Quarterly Results Compared To The Results Of The Preceding Quarter

            The Group registered a revenue of RM14.085 million and profit before taxation (PBT)  of RM0.483 million for the current financial quarter (4Q14) as compared to a revenue of RM5.375 million and profit before tax (PBT) of RM1.735 million for the immediate preceding financial quarter (3Q14).  The Group’s revenue and PBT for 4Q14 were mainly attributable to the property segment and the decreased in PBT was  mainly due to the impairment of goodwill in  certain subsidiary companies amounting to RM4.562 million in 4Q14. 
B3.      Prospect For Current Financial Year

The Group’s achievement  in the current financial year  on  the   recently   launched    Phase 1  of  the  commercial project  comprising of 27 units of shopoffice in Penang  has been very encouraging.   Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Group is optimistic about its prospects for the next  financial year.

B6.      Status of Corporate Proposals   

a) On 6 March 2014, the proposed disposal of lands to 1MDB RE (Ayer Itam) Sdn Bhd by the Company had been completed in accordance with the provisions of the Sale and Purchase Agreement.  The balance purchase price together with interest on the late payment had been received by the Company on 13 March 2014.
b) On 1 August 2014, the Company had made an announcement that it had entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement (“SPA”) with High Productivity Sdn Bhd (“the Vendor”) , Tan Lian Tan and Eng Ong Thuan for the acquisition of all that piece of land situated in Pajakan Negeri No. Hakmilik 301325, Lot No. 10632, Mukim Bidor, Daerah Batang Padang, Negeri Perak and measuring a total land area of 37.53 hectares (approximately 92.74 acres) for a purchase consideration of RM19,000,000.00 upon the terms and conditions as contained in the SPA.
Pursuant to the SPA, the Company has paid a cash sum of RM1,900,000.00 as deposit, which is equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the purchase consideration to the Vendor’s solicitor.
On 29 October 2014, all parties had agreed to the extension of time of three (3) months up to 31 January 2015 to enable the Vendor to fulfill the conditions precedent of the SPA.

On 14 January 2015, the Company had made an announcement that the acquisition has been completed upon payment of the first balance price of RM7.1 million to the Vendor’s Solicitors pursuant to Clause 5.2 of the SPA.
