            The Group’s  revenue of RM11.076 million for the current financial quarter (2Q2021) represented an increase of 115.91% as compared to RM5.130 million for the  preceding year corresponding quarter (2Q2020).  Revenue for the financial period from 1 January 2021 to 30 June 2021 (FY2021) of  RM15.444 million increased by 52.61%  as compared to a revenue of RM10.120 million for the  preceding year corresponding period from 1 January 2020 to 30 June 2020 (FY2020).  The revenue for 2Q2021 and FY2021 was mainly contributed by the property segment. 

            The loss before tax (LossBT) for the 2Q2021 of RM1.276 million represented an increase of 2,401.96% as compared to loss before tax (LossBT) of RM0.051 million in 2Q2020.  LossBT for FY2021 of RM3.101 million represented an increase by 69.27% from LossBT of RM1.832 million for FY2020.

(b) Segment Analysis

(i) Property

The Group’s property segment registered a revenue of RM10.952 million in 2Q2021 and RM15.309 million in FY2021. The revenue increased by 119.35% in 2Q2021 as compared to RM4.993 million in 2Q2020.  The  revenue for FY2021 of RM15.309 million increased by 58.64% from RM9.650 million in FY2020.  The increase in the revenue was mainly attributable to the sale of the Company’s completed commercial stocks as well as the progress billings of the Company’s existing residential project in Bidor, Perak and the residential project of a subsidiary company in Bukit Cherakah, Shah Alam, Selangor. 

            LossBT for 2Q2021 of RM1.338 million represented an increase of 279.04% as compared to a LossBT of RM0.353 million in 2Q2020.  For FY2021, the LossBT of RM3.225 million increased by 28.64% as compared to LossBT of RM2.507 million in FY2020.  LossBT increased due to insignificant gross profit generated from the low margin products attributable to the medium cost and affordable houses of the project in Bidor, Perak by the Group.
(i) Trading

Trading revenue for 2Q2021 and FY2021 of RM0.114 million and  RM0.125 million represented a decrease of 16.79% and 73.4% respectively compared to the revenue of RM0.137 million in 2Q2020 and RM0.470 million in FY2020. Trading revenue was derived mainly from the  supply of building materials to in-house contractors. 

There were LossBT of RM0.019 million for FY2021 as compared to the Profit Before Tax (ProfitBT) of RM0.016 million for FY2020.
(ii) Investment & Others
The ProfitBT of the investment segment and others for 2Q2021 of RM0.074 million decreased by 75.50% as compared to PBT of RM0.302 million for 2Q2020.  ProfitBT for FY2021 of RM0.143 million represented a decrease of 78.30% as compared to the PBT of RM0.659 million for FY2020.
The ProfitBT for 2Q2021 and FY2021 was mainly contributed by the investing income derived from the investment in cash management fund with investment management companies.

            The Group’s revenue of RM11.076 million for the current financial quarter (2Q2021) increased by 153.57% as compared to the revenue of RM4.368 million for the immediate preceding financial quarter (1Q2021). The increase in revenue for 2Q2021 were attributable to the sale of the Company’s completed commercial stock as well as the progress billings of the Company’s residential project in Bidor, Perak which comprises substantially of medium cost and affordable houses and the residential project of a subsidiary company in Bukit Cherakah, Shah Alam, Selangor. 

The LossBT of RM1.276 million for the current financial quarter (2Q2021) decreased by 30.04% as compared to LossBT of RM1.824 million for the immediate preceding financial quarter (1Q2021) in tandem with the increase in turnover.
.  
B3.      Prospect For Current Financial Year

The Group remains cautiously optimistic that the property market will improve in the financial year 2021 given the continued uncertainty posed by the Covid-19 pandemic. Nevertheless, the Group will continue to direct its efforts on improving operational efficiency while adjusting its property launches for the financial year 2021 according to prevailing market sentiments.  Besides looking to drive our focus towards selling the available units of our ongoing development projects, the Group continues to focus on developing its remaining land bank in Bidor, Perak to provide quality and affordable pricing houses as we strive to help more Malaysians to own quality dream homes  at affordable prices.

Moving forward, the Group will continue to seek the approval from the relevant authorities expeditiously for the development of its other projects in Selangor, Perak and Penang.

B9.      Material Litigations

There were no other material litigations as at 26 August 2021 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of  this quarterly report) except the following :
(i) On 29 April 2019,  the Company received from its solicitors Messrs V.M. Mohan, Fareed & Co. a copy of Writ and Statement of Claim  filed at the  Penang High Court by Ayer Itam Properties Sdn Bhd (‘AIPSB’) (formerly known as 1MDB RE (Ayer Itam) Sdn Bhd )  against the Company .

On 23 September 2013, the Company entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with AIPSB for a consideration of RM112,501,725.60 for the sale of the Company’s  undivided share in and to the following lands:

a)  ¼ undivided  share in Lot 1584, Mukim 13, Daerah Timor Laut, Negeri Pulau Pinang held under No. Hakmilik GRN  53264 (“Lot 1584”);

b)  11/100 undivided share in Lot 1457, Mukim 13, Daerah Timor Laut, Negeri Pulau Pinang held under No.Hakmilik GRN 4661 (“Lot 1457”); and

c)   ¼ undivided share in Lot 1561, Seksyen 3, Bandar Baru Ayer Itam, Daerah Timor Laut , Negeri Pulau Pinang held under No. Hakmilik GRN 43187 save for the interests arising from certain lodged caveats (“Lot 1561”) 

In the Statement of Claim, AIPSB alleged that it had paid an excess of RM8,455,810.00 in relation to the lodged caveats on 76,871 square feet of  land in Lot 1561.

The case management originally fixed on 20 June 2019 was adjourned to 15 July 2019. The Court fixed 18 March 2020 for both parties to file their statement of witness. The trial dates fixed from 6 April 2020 until 8 April 2020 were postponed due to Movement Control Order. The case management fixed on 5 June 2020 to determine the new trial dates was adjourned to 26 June 2020. The new trial dates were fixed from 18 January 2021 until 20 January 2021. The Court informed that the trial dates have been rescheduled to 13 December 2021 until  15 December 2021. 

The Writ and Statement of Claim are not expected to have any material financial and operational impact on the Company.  

B9.      Material Litigations (Continued)
ii)   On 13 August 2020,  the Company announced that the Company had through its solicitors, served a Writ of Summons on 5 August 2020 on SBG Land Sdn Bhd.  In addition, the Company, through its solicitors, is in the process of serving a Writ of Summons on Man Hoe Holdings Sdn Bhd, Meranti Tiga Sdn Bhd and MSHK Engineering Sdn Bhd (hereinafter, together with SBG Land Sdn Bhd, referred to as “the Defendants”).

The Defendants had jointly sold and the Company had purchased, pursuant to a Share Sale Agreement dated 15 November 2016 (hereinafter referred to as “the Agreement”) one million (1,000,000) ordinary shares (hereinafter referred to as “the shares”) in a company known as MH Consortium Sdn Bhd (currently known as Farlim (Perak) Sdn Bhd) (hereinafter referred to as “FPSB”) for a total purchase consideration of RM2,579,000.00 (hereafter referred to as “the Purchase Price”).  In addition to the Purchase Price, the Company also agreed to discharge certain shareholders’ advances, trade creditors and other creditors and accruals owed by FPSB totalling RM16,157,399.69.  

FPSB’s main assets are certain lands measuring approximately 96.8 acres situated in Kampar, Negeri Perak (hereinafter referred to as the Lands”).  The Company’s obligation to purchase the shares in FPSB was subject to, amongst other things, the removal and the relocation of all Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB) high tension cables situated on the Lands at the Defendants’ expense. 

Pursuant to the terms of the Agreement, the Defendants have also given certain undertakings to the Company relating to obtaining approval for and completion of the relocation of the TNB high tension cables (hereinafter referred to as “the Undertaking Letter”).

In breach of the terms of the Agreement and the Undertaking Letter, the Defendants have failed and/or neglected to obtain TNB’s approval on or before the agreed deadline and these breaches have resulted in losses to the Company.

As such, the Company is claiming losses and damages from the Defendants on a joint and several basis for an aggregate amount of RM24,549,080.04.

The Company is of the view that no immediate financial and operational impact on the Company arises from the Writ of Summons. 
Meanwhile, upon the request of the Defendant, the Company had on 12 November  2020 agreed to resolve the claim by way of mediation process to be handled by Malaysian Mediation Centre of the Malaysia Bar. A pre-mediation conference was held on 20 April 2021.  However, due to the current Full Movement Control Order (FMCO), physical mediation session is not allowed and the Company is awaiting the mediator’s further advice.

Meanwhile, the court case management held on 4 August 2021 have fixed the trial dates on 18 April 2022 to 21 April 2022.   

B9.      Material Litigations (Continued)
iii)  City One Management Corporation (Plaintiff),  a management corporation of Menara City One and Plaza City One Kuala Lumpur, established on 30 September 2017  had  filed a legal suit at the Shah Alam High Court on 10 March 2020 against LJ Harta Sdn Bhd (Defendant), a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company and a previous beneficial owner of  the basement carpark of Plaza City One for a sum of RM3,999,365.70 in respect of the outstanding car park maintenance charges and electricity charges for the period from 1 November 1997 to 31 December 2014 including court and legal fees.  
The Plaintiff had obtained judgement in default of appearance against the Defendant for this matter on 1 June 2020.  

The Defendant through its solicitors Messrs VM Mohan, Fareed & Co had filed an application to set aside the judgement in default on the grounds that the service of the judgement was irregular and the Defendant has defence on merits.  The High Court had allowed the Defendant’s application on 29 September 2020.  

The Defendant’s position is that the Plaintiff has failed to carry out the maintenance works at the basement car park which were actually carried out by a contractor appointed by the Defendant and that at all material times, the Plaintiff had full and clear knowledge on this matter.

The  Defendant’s solicitors are of the  view that the claim  by the Plaintiff in this matter may be too remote to be a subject matter of this claim and the Defendant has good defence on merits and solid documentation evidence to corroborate the defence in this matter.

The Shah Alam High Court has fixed 4 October 2021 to 7 October 2021 for the hearing.
