1       Accounting Policies

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting and Part A of Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange.

The interim financial report has been prepared using the same accounting policies and methods of computation with the audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2002 and should be read in conjunction with the aforementioned audited financial statements.

The Company recognises revenue / income on cash basis as opposed to accrual or written basis. Therefore, the accounts of PT Asuransi Takaful Umum (ATU), one of the subsidiary companies of PT Syarikat Takaful Indonesia (STI), which was acquired during the third quarter of the financial year ended 30 June 2000 which recognises revenue / income on accrual or written basis were adjusted accordingly.

2 Auditors’ Report

The auditors’ report on the audited financial statements of the preceding year ended 30 June 2002 did not contain any qualification.
3 Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s operations are not materially affected by seasonal or cyclical factors.

Review of the Performance


For the financial quarter under review, the Group recorded an increase in turnover of 23.34% to RM23.211 million compared with the preceding year corresponding financial quarter of RM18.818 million due to the overall improvement in the actual total gross takaful contributions collected under both the General and Family Takaful Businesses.


The Group recorded a higher increase in profit before taxation and minority interest of 76.36% to RM3.252 million compared with the preceding year corresponding financial quarter of RM1.844 million due mainly to an increase in revenue and other income during the financial quarter under review.

Material Changes in the Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Financial Quarter


The Group recorded a profit before taxation and minority interest for the financial quarter under review of RM3.252 million which is 88.30% higher compared with the profit of RM1.727 million recorded in the preceding financial quarter mainly due to an increase in revenue during the financial quarter under review.

Current Year Prospects


Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Group expects to further improve its performance for the current financial year.

Variance from Profit Forecast and Shortfall in Profit Guarantee


The Group neither made any profit forecast nor issued any profit guarantee.

Taxation

There were no deferred taxation during the financial quarter under review. The taxation for the financial quarter under review is RM0.477 million whilst RM0.286 million is in respect of zakat and RM1.529 million is in respect of overprovision of taxation in prior years. The effective rate of taxation is lower than the statutory tax rate because certain incomes of the Company are assessable at a lower rate in accordance with the Income Tax Act 1967.

The profit arising from sale of investment for the financial quarter under review is RM1.385 million.

Purchase or Disposal of Quoted Securities

Status of Corporate Proposals
On 30 May 2002, the Company announced that it will undertake the following :-

(i)
proposed bonus issue of 11,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM1 each on the basis of one new ordinary share for every five existing ordinary shares held in the Company;

(ii)
proposed right issue of 77,000,000 new ordinary shares of RM1 each on the basis of seven new ordinary shares for every five existing ordinary shares held in the Company;

(iii)
proposed private placement of up to 14,300,000 new ordinary shares of RM1 each representing up to 10% of the enlarged issued and paid up share capital of the Company after the proposed bonus issue and proposed rights issue; and

(iv)
proposed establishment of a new employee share option scheme to replace the existing scheme which expired on 16 July 2002.

The Company had on 31 October 2002 submitted the above proposals to the following authorities for approvals :-

(i) The Securities Commission (“SC”);

(ii) The Director General of Takaful, Bank Negara Malaysia (“BNM”); and

(iii)
The Foreign Investment Committee (“FIC”).

The approvals from the FIC, BNM and SC were obtained on 10 March 2003, 24 April 2003 and 30 April 2003 respectively.

An extraordinary general meeting to seek the shareholders’ approval on the above proposals is planned to be held in end of June 2003.

Pending approval of the shareholders and implementation of the above proposals, the Company is yet to comply with the minimum paid-up share capital requirement of RM60 million for a Main Board company listed on the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange.
