The Group recorded a higher turnover for the quarter under review as compared to the corresponding quarter of the preceding year.  This is due to higher demand and better selling prices for the Group’s products.

Material change in profit before taxation for the current quarter compared to the immediate preceding quarter
The Group’s operating profit for current quarter is RM32,000 compared to operating loss of RM249,000 for the preceding quarter ended 31 December 2003. Despite a drop in turnover, the improvement in current quarter's results compared to preceding quarter is mainly due to higher other operating income.
