5. Sale of un-quoted Investments and/or Properties

II) Proposed general mandate for recurrent related party transactions of a revenue or trading nature; and

III) Proposed amendments to the memorandum and articles of association of the Company.

There were no contingent liabilities in respect of the Group and of the Company that have arisen since 30 September 2001 till the date of this quarterly report.

12. Off Balance Sheet Financial Instrument

The Group does not have any financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at the date of this quarterly report.

13. Material Litigation

A claim filed by Xun Da International Shipping Ltd (“Xun Da”) and Sinar Tile Industries Sdn. Bhd. (“Sinar Tile”) against 3 defendants, including the Company as 2nd Defendant, has been served on the Company on 20.11.2001.

Xun Da’s claim is primarily for damages arising from the sinking/loss of its vessel “Double Brave” as a result of a collision on 12.08.2000 between it and a barge towed by a tugboat owned by the 1st Defendant, Sing Lee Hong Shipping Co. Sdn. Bhd. (“SLHS”).  The Company is being sued as 2nd defendant merely because it has at the material time contracted with SLHS for the services of the tugboat.  It is claimed that the Company, by its servants and agents control and manage the operations, manning and maintenance of, among others, the tugboat and that the Company is liable for negligence and/or negligence of its servants and agents.  (Certain directors and shareholders of the Company have interest in or are directors of SLHS)

Sinar Tile’s claim is for damages for loss of cargo resulting from the collision and sinking of the vessel “Double Brave”.

The Company will defend the claims by Xun Da and Sinar Tile and appearance to the claim is being entered through its legal representatives.

15. Material Changes in the profit before taxation for the quarter reported on as compared with the immediate Preceding Quarter.

The profit before tax for the current quarter has increased to RM2.94 million from RM2.62 million, an increase of 12.5% as compared to the immediate preceding quarter. The increase in profit is mainly due to higher revenue registered during the current quarter that stands at RM37.9 million comparing to the immediate preceding quarter at RM34.8 million.

Review of Performance 

The revenue for the quarter under review is RM37.9 million against the preceding year corresponding period’s figure of RM37.7 million with profit before tax at RM2.94 million and RM1.56 million respectively. 

The better performance during the current quarter is mainly due to better profit margin from contract works carried out during the quarter as compared to that from the preceding year corresponding quarter and the positive contributions from the property and building construction activities undertaken by the wholly owned subsidiary, Hock Seng Lee Construction Sdn Bhd, which commenced operations in 3rd quarter of 2000.

Subsequent Material Event

There is no material event subsequent to the end of the period reported on that have not been reflected in the financial statement for the said period, made up to date of this quarterly report.

18. Seasonality and Cyclicality of Operations

The business operations of the Group are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors except that the level of construction activities in the first quarter of the year and during the rainy seasons is generally lower.
19. Current Year Prospects

As the government continues to place its emphasis on the development of the construction sector particularly in Sarawak, the Company is confident that more infrastructure and building construction projects will take place, thereby generating further opportunities for HSL. 

20. Actual profit vs forecast profit / Profit guarantee

This note is not applicable as the Company is not required to give any profit guarantee.

21. Dividend

There was no interim dividend declared for the current quarter and financial year to date. 

The first and final dividend of 5 sen per shares less tax at 28% totalling RM2,700,000.00 for the year ended 31 December 2000 was approved by shareholders in the Annual General Meeting on 24 May 2001 and was paid on 14 June 2001.
