For the period ended 31 March 2003

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2002.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002.

2. Audit Report

The Group’s preceding year’s financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2002 were not subject to any audit qualification.

3. Seasonality and Cyclicality of Operations

1. Review of Performance 

The revenue for the quarter under review is RM58.65 million against the preceding year corresponding quarter’s figure of RM34.02 million with net profit before tax at RM6.05 million and RM3.08 million respectively.  This represents an impressive 72% increase in turnover and a 97% increase in net profit before tax. 

2. Variation of Results against Immediate Preceding Quarter

The net profit before tax for the current quarter is RM6.05 million as compared to RM6.41 million for the immediate preceding quarter.  The turnover for the current quarter is RM58.65 million as compared to the immediate preceding quarter of RM59.59 million. 

3. Current Year Prospects
