NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT 

For the quarter ended 31 March 2005

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting.
The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2004.
The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004. 

2. Audit Report

The Group’s preceding year’s financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004 were not subject to any audit qualification.

3. Seasonality and Cyclicality of Operations

The business operations of the Group are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors except that the level of construction activities in the first quarter of the year and during rainy season is generally lower.

4. Unusual Items

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows for the current quarter and financial year to date.

5. Changes in estimates

There were no changes in estimates reported in prior financial years that have a material effect in the current interim period.

6. Debt and Equity Securities etc

During the current quarter under review, the Company purchased 254,400 of its own shares from the open market at a total cost of RM810,678.  The average cost paid for the shares repurchased during the current quarter was RM3.19 per share.  All the repurchase transactions were financed by internally generated funds. 

As at 31 March 2005, a total of 1,862,500 shares purchased back were held as treasury shares at a total cost of RM5,870,322.  None of the shares purchased back was resold or cancelled during the quarter under review.
7. Dividend Paid

There was no dividend paid during the three months period ended 31 March 2005.

1. Review of Performance 

The revenue of the Group for the quarter under review is RM65.18 million against the preceding year corresponding quarter’s figure of RM68.89 million. Net profit before tax of the Group for the current quarter is RM9.49 million compared to RM8.19 million for the preceding year’s corresponding quarter, representing a 16% increase. The increase in net profit before tax is mainly due to the strengthening margin and the increase contribution from property development segment.

2. Variation of Results against Immediate Preceding Quarter

The net profit before tax of the Group for the current quarter is RM9.49 million as compared to RM10.27 million for the immediate preceding quarter. The revenue of the Group for the current quarter is RM65.18 million as compared to the immediate preceding quarter of RM70.78 million. 

3. Current Year Prospects

The Group has been steadily procuring additional contracts through competitive bidding with water-related engineering works featuring among the new projects. This is likely to be a trend as urbanisation drives a demand for flood mitigation, shore protection and other related drainage and infrastructure works. Similarly the Group expects to remain highly competitive in procuring road and bridge works across Sarawak’s low-lying swampy terrain where its marine engineering expertise is a significant advantage.

Meanwhile, the property sector of the Group has tapped into a strong demand for affordable housing in Kuching and we have planned further projects to address buyer interest. This sector is expected to grow as a contributor to the Group’s revenue and earnings.
