Material Litigation

Material litigation amounting to RM18.5 million being legal claims made by third parties arising in the ordinary course of business as follows:-

(i) claims by third parties on cargo loss carried by M.V. Gigek and M.V. Gichoon which sank on 14 November, 1995 and 14 October, 1996 respectively amounting to RM7.7 million, of which RM6.5 million are covered by the insurers through their letter of undertakings;

(ii) claims by third parties on cargo damaged carried on board by M.V. Giho during voyage due to rough seas amounting to RM2.4 million;

(iii)
a claim by Bank Utama (Malaysia) Bhd in the Kuala Lumpur High Court pursuant to a Bank Guarantee/Letter of Undertaking issued by the Bank in favour of Chiap Seng Hong Trading Pte Ltd towards the satisfaction of a claim against Perkapalan Dai Zhun Sdn Bhd (PDZ) amounting to RM4.8 million  and subsequently PDZ also made a claim against Bank Utama (Malaysia) Bhd in the High Court of Sabah and Sarawak at Kuching, for wrongful debit against PDZ’s current account with Bank Utama (Malaysia) Bhd amounting to RM1.2 million; and
(iv)
claims by the owners of the M.V. Lotus and the owners of the cargo loaded on the M.V. Lotus against our M.V. Gina amount to approximately USD935,000.00 (RM3.6 million) arising from the collision of the two vessels. Our solicitors has commenced an action in the High Court of Sabah and Sarawak at Sibu against the owners of the M.V. Lotus claiming for our loss, damage and expenses arising out of the said collision. Our solicitors also commenced another action in the High Court of Sabah and Sarawak at Sibu to limit our liability to an amount not exceeding RM151,896 (being the tonnage limitation fund of the “M.V. Gina” in accordance with the relevant Malaysian statutes) plus interest and costs. The claims against M.V. Gina are covered by insurance.

Segmental Report - Current Financial Year Todate


The Group is involved mainly in the shipping industry in the ASEAN region.

Material Changes in Profit Before Tax for Current Quarter As Compared To Preceding Quarter


For the current quarter, the Group registered a consolidated loss after exceptional items, before income tax, minority interests and extraordinary items after the share of profit and losses of associated companies of RM0.033 million as compared to a consolidated profit of RM1.061 million in the preceding quarter.  This significant drop in performance was mainly attributed to overall margin dropped by 1% relative to turnover and the Group fixed operating costs increased by 5.36% against preceding quarter due to increase in ship repair costs as three (3) of the Group’s vessels went for dry-docking this quarter.  For the current quarter, the Group also incurred exceptional gain of RM0.162 million as compared to exceptional loss of RM0.168 million recorded in the preceding quarter.

Review of Performance


For the 3rd quarter of the current financial year, the Group recorded a turnover of RM31.1 million, which was 1.03% lower than the previous corresponding quarter. This is mainly attributed to depressed freight rates as a result of intense competition amongst major players in the industry.  Overall freight rates reduced by 5.7% as both domestic and transshipment freight rates reduced by 4.36% and 10.31% respectively. 


The Group registered an operating consolidated loss of RM0.195 million before exceptional items, taxation, minority interest and extraordinary items for the current quarter as compared to an operating consolidated profit of RM1.85 million for the previous corresponding quarter.  The significant drop in performance for the current quarter was mainly attributed to depressed freight rates and lower chartering incomes which resulted in drastic drop in the Group profit margin by 5% against previous corresponding quarter.


As a result of the above, the Group registered a consolidated loss of RM0.339 million after exceptional items, taxation and minority interest for the current quarter as compared to a consolidated profit of RM1.374 million for the previous corresponding quarter.  For the current quarter, the Group registered an exceptional gain of RM0.162 million, comprised RM0.067 foreign exchange loss from transaction of assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency and RM0.229 million gain on disposal of assets.  For the previous corresponding quarter, the Group registered an exceptional item of RM0.343 million being foreign exchange loss for transaction of assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency.

17. Material Subsequent Events

There is no material subsequent event as at the date of this announcement.

18. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors


The Group’s turnover is slightly seasonal in nature, as there are low and peak demand periods during the different months of the year.  However, there is no material impact on the Group’s operation.

19.
Current Year Prospects


The shipping industry had seen intense competition among its players since the 1st quarter ended 30 September, 2001, which translated into mutual cuts in freight rates and other trade concessions offered by the respective players. For the next quarter, the Board does not expect the Group’s result for the final quarter to be significantly better than that of last three (3) quarters, as the intense pressure on freight rates are expected to continue. Moreover, two (2) of the Group’s vessels are also scheduled for dry-dock in the next quarter. However, the regional economies are expected to gradually improve and this will augur well for the Group in the future.

Nevertheless, the Board will continue to rationalize and improve operating efficiency and formulate plans to extend its existing network into profitable regional routes.
