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7. Material events subsequent to the end of the interim period

a.
On 30 June 2004, a subsidiary of the Group entered into an agreement with a third party to dispose off a shore crane, for cash consideration of RM2.28 million. A 30% deposit of RM684,000 has been received in July 2004 and the balance of cash consideration has been received in October 2004. The sale resulted in a gain on disposal of RM618,000.

b.
On 25 November 2004, PDZ Holdings Bhd (“PDZH”) entered into the following agreements:

(i) The termination agreement with Faidzan bin Hassan (“FH”), Ramzan bin Dato’ Abu Tahir (“RDAT”), Wan Mohammad Khair-il Anuar bin Wan Ahmad, Tengku Dato’ Hasmuddin bin Tengku Othman and Dato’ Mohamed Abid to terminate the conditional sale and purchase agreement dated 26 February 2004 pursuant to the Original Proposed KIC Acquisition (refer Note 15); and

(ii) A conditional sale of shares agreement with FH, RDAT, Wan Mohd Nasim bin Wan Abd Kadir, Dato’ Mohd Hilmey bin Mohd Taib and Abdul Rashid bin Mohamad Isa (“AR”) (collectively referred to as “KIC Vendors”) for the purpose of the Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition (refer Note 15).

8. Changes in composition of the Group

There was no change in composition of the Group during the financial period under review.

9. Contingent liabilities

No contingent liability of any company in the Group has become enforceable as at the date of this report.

10. Material litigation

Perkapalan Dai Zhun Sdn Bhd (“PDZ”) has made a claim against Bank Utama (Malaysia) Bhd in the High Court of Sabah and Sarawak for wrongful deduction against PDZ’s current account with Bank Utama (Malaysia) Bhd amounting to RM1.1 million. Hearing of the Pre-Trial Case Management has been fixed on 25 September 2002 and subsequently adjourned to 27 November 2002. The trial has been fixed on 3 November 2003 and 4 November 2003 and subsequently adjourned to 17 January 2005 to 19 January 2005 (three days).

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15. Status of corporate proposals

On 26 February 2004, Commerce International Merchant Bankers Berhad (“CIMB”) has on behalf of the Board of Directors (“Board”) of PDZH announced the following corporate proposals:

a.
The proposed renounceable rights issue of up to 44,450,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in PDZH (“PDZH Shares”) (“Rights Shares”) at an issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Share, on the basis of one (1) Rights Share for every two (2) existing PDZH Shares held (“Proposed Rights Issue”); and

b.
The proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in KIC Oil & Gas Ltd (“KIC”) for a purchase consideration of RM180,000,000 to be satisfied by the issuance of 120,000,000 new PDZH Shares at an issue price of RM1.50 per PDZH Share (“Original Proposed KIC Acquisition”).

On 25 November 2004, CIMB has on behalf of the Board announced that in view of the restructuring of the shareholding structure of KIC, PDZH proposes to terminate the conditional sale and purchase agreement dated 26 February 2004 entered into for the Original Proposed KIC Acquisition, and consequently execute a new conditional sale of shares agreement for the following proposals:

a.
Proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in KIC for a purchase consideration of RM179,995,000;

b.
Proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in KIC Trading (S) Pte Ltd for a purchase consideration of RM2,000;

c.
Proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in KIC Trading (M) Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Medallion Prospect Sdn Bhd) for a purchase consideration of RM1,000;

d.
Proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in Casa Navigator Sdn Bhd (to be renamed as KIC Oil Terminals Sdn Bhd) for a purchase consideration of RM1,000; and

e.
Proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in KIC Logistics Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Armada Supreme Sdn Bhd) for a purchase consideration of RM1,000

to be satisfied by the issuance of new PDZH Shares at an issue price of RM1.50 per PDZH Share (collectively referred to as the “Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition”).

The total purchase consideration and the total number of PDZH Shares to be issued pursuant to the Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition are the same as that under the Original Proposed KIC Acquisition which are RM180,000,000 and 120,000,000 new PDZH Shares respectively.

In addition, CIMB on behalf of the Board of PDZH, wishes to announce that PDZH also proposes to implement the following proposals to facilitate the Proposed Rights Issue and Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition:

a.
Proposed increase in the authorised share capital of PDZH from RM100,000,000 comprising 100,000,000 PDZH Shares to RM500,000,000 comprising 500,000,000 PDZH Shares by the creation of an additional 400,000,000 new PDZH Shares; and

b.
Proposed amendment to the Memorandum of Association of PDZH.

The sale of shares agreement is conditional upon the following conditions being fulfilled on or before the Conditions Fulfilment Date:

(i) that the approval of the Securities Commission is obtained for the Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition and the Proposed Rights Issue;

(ii) that the approval of the shareholders of PDZH in general meeting is obtained for the Proposed Rights Issue and the Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition and for the waiver to the following Vendors, namely FH, WMN and AR (collectively referred to as the “Parties Acting in Concert”), from making a mandatory offer to acquire the PDZH Shares held by the remaining shareholders in PDZH pursuant to the Malaysian Code on Take-Overs and Mergers, 1998 (“Code”);

(iii) that the approval-in-principle of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) is obtained for the listing of and quotation for the Rights Shares and Consideration Shares pursuant to the Proposed Rights Issue and the Proposed KIC Companies Acquisition respectively on the Main Board of Bursa Securities;

(iv) that the approval of any other relevant authority, if any, is obtained;

(v) that PDZH is satisfied with the results of a legal and financial due diligence review of the KIC Companies and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, that PDZH is satisfied that the existing contracts of KIC as set out in the sale of shares agreement are subsisting, and will not be terminated or adversely affected as a result of the sale of the Total Sale Shares by the KIC Vendors to PDZH;

(vi) that the KIC Vendors are satisfied with the results of a legal and financial due diligence review of PDZH and its subsidiaries;

(vii) that the Future KIC Sale Shares have been issued to the KIC Vendors; and

(viii) that the SC has approved the granting of a waiver to the Parties Acting in Concert, from making a mandatory offer to acquire the PDZH Shares held by the remaining shareholders in PDZH pursuant to the Code.

17. Off balance sheet financial instruments

The Group does not have any financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at the date of this report.

18. Material changes in profit before tax for current quarter as compared to preceding quarter

For the current quarter, the Group registered a consolidated profit before income tax, minority interests of RM3.774 million as compared to RM11.809 million in the preceding quarter. Revenue has decreased by 5% from RM54.281 million in the preceding quarter to RM51.423 million in the current quarter mainly due to reduced tonnage as well as lower freight rates. The lower profit in the current quarter is mainly contributed by lower performance in our Yangon service this quarter, reversal of impairment loss and change of depreciation estimate in the preceding quarter.

19. Review of performance

The Group has recorded revenue of RM51.423 million in the current quarter, a 2% increase as compared to RM50.270 million recorded in the previous corresponding quarter. Overall cargo volume has increased by 8% whilst freight rates remain very competitive.

The Group registered a consolidated profit before income tax, minority interests of RM3.774 million as compared to a consolidated loss of RM2.906 million in the previous corresponding quarter. Gross profit margin has improved significantly from gross loss of RM27,000 in the previous corresponding quarter to gross profit of RM6.170 million in the current quarter due to lower cost as all surplus vessels have been disposed.
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20. Current year prospects

The second quarter is traditionally a peak season for the Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei trade. Cargo volume is expected to increase during this period. However, the trade pattern appears to have changed this year. The increase in cargo volume which normally commence in October did not materialise for the domestic shipping industry as a whole. Cargo is now flowing directly from China ports to East Malaysian ports instead of being transshipped via Port Klang or Singapore previously.

Yangon trade is still off-peak and performance is unlikely to pick up because of Myanmar’s current trade uncertainties.

We expect the second quarter performance to be slightly weaker but efforts are taken to minimise the impact.
