A. Compliance with Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134
A1. Accounting policies and methods of computation
This interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134 "Interim Financial Reporting" and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Securities Listing Requirements, and should be read in conjunction with the Group's financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2010.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted for the interim financial report are consistent with those adopted for the annual financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2010 except for the adoption of new FRSs, amendments and IC interpretations that are mandatory for the Group for the financial year beginning on 1 July 2010. The adoption of these FRSs, amendments and IC interpretations do not have a material impact on the interim financial information of the Group except for the adoption of the following FRSs as set out below:
a) Amendment to FRS 117 Leases
Prior to the adoption of the amendment to FRS 117, leasehold lands were treated as operating leases. The consideration paid were classified and presented as prepaid lease rental in the Statement of Financial Position. With the adoption of the amendment to FRS 117, the Group has reassessed and determined that all leasehold lands of the Group are in substance finance leases and has reclassified the leasehold lands to property, vessels, plant and equipment. This change in accounting policy has been made retrospectively in accordance with the transitional provision of this FRS amendment.

B. Pursuant to Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad

B1. Review of performance

Revenue has increased by 39% from RM34.610 million recorded in the previous corresponding quarter to RM48.021 million for the current quarter. Revenue for 6 months ended 31 December 2010 has increased by 38% from RM68.463 million to RM94.203 million. This was attributable to higher trade volume in the current financial year. The Group registered profit before tax of RM3.170 million as compared to profit before tax of RM0.691 million recorded in the previous corresponding quarter. Cumulative profit before tax increased from RM0.937 million to RM4.719 million. The increase in profits was mainly due to the increase in revenue generated from higher trade volume.

B2. Material changes in profit before tax for current quarter as compared to preceding quarter

For the current quarter, the Group registered profit before tax of RM3.170 million as compared to profit before tax of RM1.549 million in the preceding quarter. The improvement in results was mainly attributed to lower vessel repair and maintenance costs.

B3. Current year prospects

Trade volume is expected to dip in the third quarter in view of the Chinese New Year festive season and also because of the non-deployment of one vessel which will be in drydock for normal repair and maintenance. However, we foresee an improvement in the fourth quarter results barring unforeseen circumstances.
