NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT
1.
BASIS OF PREPARATION

The interim financial report has been prepared in compliance with FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting.

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2004.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004.

AUDIT REPORT OF PRECEDING ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT


The preceding year annual audited Financial Statements were not subject to any qualification.

3.
SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS


The Group’s operations were not subjected to any seasonal or cyclical changes.

4.
EXCEPTIONAL ITEMS

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group since the last annual audited financial statements.

5.
MATERIAL CHANGES IN ESTIMATES


There were no changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior financial years, which have a material effect in the current financial period.

6.
ISSUANCES AND REPAYMENT OF DEBT AND EQUITY SECURITIES


There were no issuances and repayment of Debt and Equity Securities, share buybacks, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current financial year to date.
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7.
SEGMENTAL REPORTING


No segmental information is being presented as the Group is operating principally in an industry and within the country.

8.
VALUATION OF PROPERTY, PLANT AND EQUIPMENT


The valuation of properties has been brought forward, without amendment from the previous annual financial statements.

9.
CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP
There were no changes in the composition of the group and the company for the current financial quarter.

10.
SIGNIFICANT EVENT

On 26 October 2005, Serijaya Industri Sdn Bhd (Serijaya) , a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, entered into a log extraction contract with Rakyat Berjaya Sdn. Bhd. (RBJ).  Under the contract, the Company undertakes to extract log timber with the use of helicopter from  a designated  area measuring approximately 30,000 hectares situated at Kuamut Forest Reserve, in the State of Sabah. The contract has a tenure of 10 years and Serijaya shall endeavor to produce at least 120,000 cubic meter (m3) of timber logs per annum at an extraction rate of RM140 per m3 of log extracted and delivered to RBJ. Logging operation is expected to commence in the first quarter of 2006. 

The proposed logging is undertaken as the Regularisation Plan (defined in paragraph 8.14C(3) of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia) as required under PN17 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia. In accordance with PN17, Sinora is required to, amongst others, submit the Regularisation Plan to the relevant authorities for approval, or where the relevant authorities’ approval are not required, to obtain all other approvals necessary for the implementation of the Regularisation Plan within 8 months from the date of the First Announcement which was made on 7 July 2005.

On 18 November 2005, Serijaya entered into an agreement for Oil Palm Plantation with Benta Wawasan Sdn Bhd for the development of approximately 22,763 hectares of land located at Gunung Rara/Kalabakan, Sabah, with an estimated net plantable area measuring approximately 20,000 hectares into an Oil Palm Plantation

On 13 January 2006, the shareholders of SIB held its EGM to approve the implementation of the following projects;

i) Logging contractor of RBJ for 30,000 hectares of timber concession at Kuamut Forest Reserve.

ii) Oil Palm Plantation for 22,763 hectares of land located at Gunung Rara/ Kalabakan, Sabah.

Hence, the company will incur a loss in the forthcoming quarter in respect of administration expenses which the management has undertaken measures to minimize such expenses.
