1. Accounting Policies

The interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange, and should be read in conjuction with the Company’s financial statement for the financial year ended 30 April 2002.

On 18 November 2002, the Company paid a first and final dividend of 4 sen per share less 28% income tax and tax exempt dividend of 4 sen per share on 80,000,000 ordindary shares amounting to RM 5,504,000 in respect of the previous financial year.

On 24 January 2003, the Company paid a first interim gross dividend of 20 sen per share on 80,000,000 ordinary shares, less 28% income tax, amounting to RM 11,520,000 as declared in the second quarter ended 31 October 2002.

8. Segmental Reporting

There is no segmental reporting as the entire Group’s activities are in the manufacture of and trading in compound chocolates and chocolate confectionery products and cakes.

15. Review of performance

For the nine months ended 31 January 2003, the Group achieved a turnover of RM83.508 million (31 January 2002 – RM 70.849 million) and a pre-tax profit of RM16.291million (31 January 2002 – RM13.544 million). 

The increase in exports to the neighbouring countries and higher local demand during the festive periods contributed to the increase in sales .

The increase in sales and lower operating costs contributed to an increase in profit. 

16. material change in the profit before tax FOR THE CURRENT QUARTER  AS COMPARED TO THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING quarter 

For the quarter ended 31 January 2003, the Group achieved a turnover of RM29.767million, an increase of RM0.954 million compared to that of the preceding quarter of RM28.813 million, while the pre-tax profit was RM6.984 million, a increase of RM1.40 million compared to RM5.583 million for the preceding quarter.

The increase in exports contributed to the increase in sales for the current quarter.

The increase in sales together with the lower loss on foreign exchange suffered on sales transactions to Indonesia contributed to the increase in the pre-tax profit for the current quarter.

17. CURRENT YEAR Prospects 

The Board anticipates the performance of the Group to remain profitable . The  Group will strive to ensure that the Group achieves satisfactory results by taking prudent measures and improve operational efficiency.
