1. Review of the performance of the Company and its principle subsidiary companies for the quarter and financial year to date

During the quarter and year to date, the Group suffered a loss before taxation of RM4.094 million which was due to operating losses of RM3.03 million and provision for diminution in value of RM1.06 million.
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  2.       Explanatory comments on any material change in profit before taxation (current quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter)

              The Group loss before taxation increased from RM3.325 million for the quarter ended 31 December 2002 to a loss before taxation of RM4.094 million for the quarter ended 31 March 2003 due mainly to an increase in provision for diminution in value of RM 1.62 million and lower bad debts recovery of RM0.97 million as compared to the previous quarter. This increase in of RM2.59 million was compensated by an increase in operating profits of 1.81 million from the last quarter. 

3.        Current year prospects

             The profitability of the Group for the year 2003 will depend heavily on the volumes transacted and market sentiment in the KLSE.

A subordinated loan amounting to RM5,000,000 was extended in December 1995 by the shareholders of its subsidiary, Kenanga Deutsche Futures Sdn Bhd to the subsidiary.  The amount of RM1,350,000 represents the portion advanced by Deutsche Asia Pacific Holdings Pte Limited.  The loan is unsecured, interest free and is repayable, subject to approval from the Malaysia Derivative Exchange Berhad (“MDEX”), upon maturity which is scheduled in August 2005.

In addition, during the quarter ended 31 March 2003, a subsidiary company of K & N Kenanga Holdings Berhad, Kenanga Management & Services Sdn. Bhd secured a loan from a financial institution in order to finance its building refurbishment programme. This loan is in secured by a charge on the Kenanga International building and is repayable over a period of  15 years.

9.       Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

There were no off balance sheet transactions which are not accounted for at the date of this report.

10.      Changes  in  material Litigation

There are no material changes in material litigation at the date of this report except for the various legal suits initiated by SSSB Management Services Sdn. Bhd. (formerly known as Sarawak Securities Sdn. Bhd), a subsidiary company of K & N Kenanga Holdings Berhad in respect of certain irregularities in the margin accounts of several clients. However, this debts have been reassigned to the vendor, CMS Capital Sdn. Bhd. via a Deed of Assignment dated 8 August 2001.

This is not applicable as the Company did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee during the period.
