1. Accounting Policies

The quarterly interim financial statements have been prepared based on accounting policies and methods of computation consistent with those adopted in the most recent annual financial statement for the year ended 31 December 2003. In addition, the interim financial statements of the Company has also been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad ( “Bursa Malaysia” )

2.         Condensed financial statements

This interim financial statements have been prepared on a condensed basis and as such should be read in conjunction with the latest annual financial report for the year ended 31 December 2003.

3.       Preceding financial year audit report

The preceding financial year audit report in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2003 was not qualified by the external auditor.

4. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s performance is mainly dependent on Bursa Malaysia market volume which in turn is affected by market sentiment and the country’s macro economic cycles.

5. Nature and amounts in relation to assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size or incidence

There are no exceptional items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows during the quarter ended 31 December 2004 except for the recognition of a net capital gain of RM18.7 million (RM6.24 million of the gross value was set off against previous goodwill arising from the acquisition of Peninsula Securities Sdn. Bhd.) arising from the valuation of 9,090,909 shares in Bursa Malaysia which were allotted to K& N Kenanga Bhd from KLSE’s  demutualisation exercise.

            There were no changes made in estimates for amounts reported in prior interim periods or financial year.

1. Review of the performance of the Company and its principle subsidiary companies for the quarter and financial year to date

During the year to date, the Group earned a profit before taxation of RM54.3 million mainly due to net operating income of RM20.8 million, write back in provision for diminution in value of investments of RM1.6 million, write back in provision for doubtful debts of RM13.2 million and the inclusion of the valuation of Bursa Malaysia shares of RM18.7 million. For the quarter ended 31st December 2004, the Group earned a profit before taxation of RM23.3 million due mainly to net write back in provision for doubtful debts of RM2 million, write back in the provision for diminution in value of investments amounting to RM0.8million and the inclusion of the valuation of Bursa Malaysia shares of RM18.7 million.  
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  2.     Explanatory comments on any material change in profit before taxation (current quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter)

The Group profit before taxation increased from RM31.02 million for the cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2004 to a profit before taxation of RM54.3 million for the cumulative quarter ended 31st December 2004 due to write back in provision for diminution in value of investments amounting to RM 0.8 million, write back of provision of doubtful debts of RM2 million and the inclusion of the valuation of Bursa Malaysia shares of RM18.7 million.

3.         Current year prospects

             The profitability of the Group for the year 2005 will depend heavily on the volumes transacted and market sentiment in Bursa Malaysia.

4.         Variance From Profit Forecast And Profit Guarantee

This is not applicable as the Company did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee during the period.

            Note 1


A subordinated loan amounting to RM5,000,000 was extended in December 1995 by the shareholders of its subsidiary, Kenanga Deutsche Futures Sdn. Bhd. to the subsidiary. The amount of RM1,350,000 represents the portion advanced by Deutsche Asia Pacific Holdings Pte Limited.  The loan is unsecured, interest free and is repayable, subject to approval from Bursa Malaysia Derivatives Berhad, upon maturity which is scheduled in August 2005. An additional RM5,000,000 was extended by K & N Kenanga Holdings Berhad during the quarter ended 31 March 2004 which is repayable by January 2007 at an interest rate of  5% per annum.

Note 2
A subsidiary company of K & N Kenanga Holdings Berhad, Kenanga Management & Services Sdn. Bhd secured a loan from a financial institution in order to finance its building refurbishment programme. This loan is secured by a charge on the Kenanga International building and is repayable over a period of 15 years with an average interest rate of 4.30%

Note 3

The Group obtained the following short term borrowing as follows:-

i) Kenanga Capital Sdn. Bhd., the money lending subsidiary company, obtained a revolving credit from a financial institution for an amount of RM30 million and RM150 million in order to finance its own working capital and its repayable on the loan period maturity up to 2 and 1 month period respectively. 
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10.       Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

There were no off balance sheet transactions which are not accounted for at the date of this report.

11.      Changes  in  material Litigation

There are no material changes in material litigation at the date of this report except for the various legal suits initiated by SSSB Management Services Sdn. Bhd., a subsidiary company of K & N Kenanga Holdings Berhad in respect of certain irregularities in the margin accounts of several clients. However, these debts have been reassigned to the vendor, CMS Capital Sdn. Bhd. via a Deed of Assignment dated 8 August 2001.

The company’s stockbroking subsidiary, K&N Kenanga Bhd (KNKB) has on 17th May 2004, served a formal demand on a supplier for breach of contracts relating to an IT Project for an amount of USD2,246,439.84. In response, KNKB has, via its solicitiors been served with a formal demand on the same contracts for an amount of USD1,240,800

Dividend

No interim dividend has been declared for the current quarter ended 31 December 2004.

13.      Earnings per share

           The amount used as the numerator for the purposes of calculating the basic  earnings per share for the twelve months period is RM38.97 million representing the consolidated profits after minority interests, extraordinary items and taxation (31 December 2003:-profit after minority interests, extraordinary items and taxation: RM7.027 million )
