Review of Results
For the financial period ended 30 September 2000, the Group recorded a turnover of RM7.524 million, a decrease of 48.3% as compared to RM14.551 million in the previous corresponding period.  The Group profit before taxation decreased by 23.9% to RM2.553 million as compared to RM3.357 million previously.    

The reduction in the Group turnover was mainly due to the shift of emphasis of the property development to concentrate on medium and low-medium cost houses.   Whereas the income from rental was reduced due to the decrease of rental rates and lower occupancy for the period.
