Review of performance 

For the three-month period ended 30 September 2002, the Group recorded a  revenue of RM19.233 million as compared to RM6.373 million in the previous corresponding period, an increase of 201.8%.  The increase was mainly due to a sale of vacant development land.    The Group loss before taxation was RM1.375 million as compared to the profit of RM2.178 million in the previous corresponding period.    This was mainly due to  a change in the treatment of borrowing costs  charged out to Income Statement in accordance with Malaysian Accounting Standards Board - Standard 27 Borrowing Costs.
