· On 13 March 2000, the Company announced its proposed acquisition of 30.03% representing 60,548,526 ordinary shares of Malayawata Steel Berhad from Pernas International Holdings Bhd and signed a conditional Share Sale Agreement on 22 March 2000.

Approval has been obtained from the Ministry of Trade and Industry (MITI) for the proposed acquisition while Foreign Investment Committee’s (FIC) is still pending. At the request of the Securities Commission, additional information would be furnished to them for their approval-in-principle to refinance the acquisition via a fund raising exercise.

10. SEASONALITY OR CYCLICALITY OF OPERATIONS
Due to the Chinese New Year/Hari Raya festive seasons when activities slowed down, the business volume of the current quarter was affected though marginally. Other than this, the pace of the company’s business generally moves in tandem with the performance of the economy.

11. ISSUANCE OR REPAYMENT OF DEBTS AND EQUITY SECURITIES
During the financial year to date, there was no issuance or repayment of debts and securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares except for the issuance of 1,187,000 ordinary shares of RM1 each pursuant to the Company’s Employees’ Share Option Scheme (ESOS) between the exercise price of RM1.10 and RM2.03. The total cash proceeds arising from the exercise of options under the ESOS amounted to RM1,317,550.
