1. BASIS OF PREPARATION

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standards (formerly known as MASB Standards), FRS 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the audited financial statement for the financial year ended 31st December 2004.

STATUS OF AUDIT QUALIFICATION

There was no audit qualification on the audit report of the preceding annual financial statements.

SEASONALITY OR CYCLICALITY OF INTERIM OPERATIONS
Except for the Chinese New Year/Hari Raya festive seasons when activities slow down, the pace of the company’s business generally moves in tandem with the performance of the economy.

There was no item that affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size, or incidence for the current financial year to date.

the issuance of 7,217,894 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each upon the conversion of 7,217,894 warrants at the exercise price of RM1.00 each.

the repurchase of 10,000 of its issued share capital from the open market. The average purchase price paid for the share repurchased was RM1.91 per share. The repurchased transactions were financed by internally generated funds and shares repurchased are being held as treasury shares.

DIVIDENDS PAID

During the financial year under review, the company has paid :

(i) a final dividend of 6.0 sen per share (less income tax of 28%) and a special dividend of 4.0 sen per share (less income tax of 28%) in respect of the financial year ended 31st December 2004 totaling RM19,663,876 on 30th June 2005.
(ii) an interim dividend of 3.5% (less income tax of 28%) in respect of the financial year ended 31st December 2005 amounted to RM6,882,785.18 on 22 November 2005

MATERIAL EVENTS SUBSEQUENT TO THE END OF THE PERIOD

On 11 November 2005, Anshin Steel Industries Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of AJR has entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement with Toyota Auto Body (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Toyota Auto Body Co., Ltd for the disposal of a piece of leasehold land together with buildings erected thereon, for a total consideration of Ringgit Malaysia Forty-Four Million Seven Hundred Forty-Two Thousand Two Hundred and Fifty (RM44,742,250-00) only.

Other than as disclosed above, there was no item, transaction or event of a material and unusual nature, to affect substantially the results of the operations of the Company and of the Group.

CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP

There were no changes in the composition of the Group for the current quarter.
12. CONTINGENT LIABILITIES OR CONTINGENT ASSETS 

There were no material contingent liabilities or contingent assets as at the date of this report.

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPANY AND ITS PRINCIPAL SUBSIDIARIES

Group revenue for the third quarter 2005 increased to RM137.628m compared to RM136.357m in the corresponding period of 2004 mainly attributable to the higher selling price of steel products as compared to that in the corresponding period of 2004.   

The Group profit before tax for the third quarter 2005 was RM3.371m as compared to RM21.659m in the corresponding period of 2004. The Group’s profit before tax showed a decrease of 84.44% was mainly due to lower profit margin resulting from higher cost of sales besides declined share of profit from associated companies due to slower local demand coupled with the low international prices of long steel products. 
Other than the above, in the opinion of the Directors, the results for the financial period under review have not been affected by any transaction or event of a material or unusual nature.
14.
COMMENT ON MATERIAL CHANGE IN THE PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION FOR THE QUARTER REPORTED ON AS COMPARED WITH THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER

Reflecting softened world steel price and weaker domestic demand for steel products, the pre-tax profit for the third quarter was lower than the previous quarter due to margin erosion from higher cost of sales and lower effective selling price.

CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

In view of the bearish world price couple with soft domestic demand, the Directors are of the opinion that the revenue and profitability of the Group in the remaining 4th quarter may remain weak. 

16. VARIANCE OF ACTUAL PROFIT FROM FORECAST PROFIT

The Group did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee for the current financial year to date.

17. TAXATION

The tax figures comprise :-
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The effective tax rate of 59.73% for the current quarter was higher than the statutory tax rate mainly due to the incorporation of under provision of tax in respect of YA 2004 and adjustment for some non-deductible expenses and non-availability of Group tax relief.

STATUS OF CORPORATE PROPOSALS
On 3 October 2005, the Board of Ann Joo, through AmMerchant Bank Berhad, had served a notice of conditional voluntary offer to the Board of Malayawata Steel Berhad ("MYS") informing that Ann Joo intends to undertake a conditional voluntary offer for all the remaining 136,959,538 ordinary shares of RM1.00 in MYS, representing 67.94% of the issued and paid-up share capital of MYS, which are not held directly or indirectly by Ann Joo and the parties acting in concert with it ("Offer Shares") for a cash consideration of RM1.50 per MYS Share ("Notice"). 

Pursuant to the Notice, Ann Joo had on the same day made an announcement to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad on the following proposals:-

(a) Conditional voluntary offer by Ann Joo for the Offer Shares ("Proposed Offer"); 

(b) Compulsory acquisition of the remaining Offer Shares not acquired under the Proposed Offer pursuant to Section 34 of the Securities Commission Act, 1993 (if applicable) ("Proposed Compulsory Acquisition"); and 

(c) Acquisition of the Offer Shares via open market transactions or private treaty ("Proposed Market Acquisition").

 (collectively referred to as "Proposals") 

The implementation of the Proposals is pending the approvals of the Ministry of International Trade and Industry and the Company's shareholders at an Extraordinary General Meeting to be convened. 

In addition, on 3 October 2005, the Board of Ann Joo had also announced that the Company will put on hold the application to the Securities Commission pursuant to Practice Note 2.9.10 of the Malaysian Code on Take-overs and Mergers, 1998, for the waiver from obligation to undertake any mandatory general offer (“Proposed Exemption”) as a result of the proposed share buy-back of Malayawata Steel Berhad until the conclusion of the Proposals, whereupon the Company will decide on the implementation of the Proposed Exemption.

The contracts mature within 3 months.

Exchange gain and losses arising on contracts entered into as hedges of anticipated future transactions are deferred until the date of such transaction, at which time they are included in the measurement of such transactions. All other exchange gains and losses relating to hedge instruments are recognised in the income statement in the same period as the exchange differences on the underlying hedges items. Gains and losses on contracts that are no longer designated as hedge are included in the income statement.

(b) Credit Risk

The above forward foreign exchange contracts are executed with creditworthy financial institutions in Malaysia. The Directors are of the view that the possibility of non-performance by the financial institutions concerned is remote on the basis of their financial strength.
