1. Review of Performance of the Company and its principal Subsidiaries

As compared to previous year’s corresponding quarter, the Group posted first quarter revenue of RM32.19 million; a decrease of 25% on compared to previous year’s corresponding quarter of RM42.87 million. Pre-tax profit stood at RM3.25 million; lower by 10% as compared to RM3.86 million. Net profit margin is higher at 10% as compared to previous year’s corresponding quarter of 9%. The result of the current quarter reflects the progress billings generated from sales of higher-end landed properties and commercial units from Kluang and Batu Pahat projects.

2. Material change in Profit before taxation for the current Quarter as compared with the immediate preceding quarter
The Group posted a pre-tax profit of RM3.25 million on revenue of RM32.19 million as compared to pre-tax profit of RM2.00 million on revenue of RM27.87 million in the immediate preceding quarter . With the product rebranding and differentiation exercises carried out during September and October 2005, the Group launched two show villages and introduced new product lines. Pick-up rates for higher-end homes and commercial units have improved leading to better margins posted.

3. Prospects for the Financial Year

The Malaysian economy remained resilient, with projected growth of 5% for the year 2005, largely spurred from stronger domestic demand. The property sector should continue to be favourable supported by low interest rates and high liquidity.  New launches from established and new developers lead to considerable increase in supply. Product differentiation and rebranding have enabled the Group’s product to stand out amongst the competitors. Demand for higher-end homes and commercial units shall be the main profit drivers for the financial year.

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Group to maintain its profitability for the financial year 2006.
