EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standard (“FRS”) 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The report should be read in conjunction with the annual audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 30 June 2007.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the annual audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2007.
2. Changes in Accounting Policies

The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements       for the year ended 30 June 2007 except for the adoption of the following new/revised FRSs effective for the accounting periods beginning on or after 1 October 2006:

Related Party Disclosures
The adoption of FRS 124 does not have any significant financial impact on the Group’s result and financial position. The principal effect of the changes in accounting policies resulting from adoption of the revised FRS 117 is discussed below:

a) FRS 117: Leases
Prior to 1 July 2007, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost and revalued amount less accumulated depreciation. The adoption of the revised FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of lease of land.

The leasehold land is accounted for as being held under an operating lease. Such leasehold land will no longer be revalued. Where the leasehold land had been previously revalued, the Group retained the unamortized revalued amount as the surrogate carrying amount of prepaid lease payments as allowed by the transitional provisions of FRS 117. Such prepaid lease payments are amortized on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land.
With the adoption of FRS 117, the reclassification of leasehold land from property, plant and equipment to prepaid land lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively and comparatives have been restated. Effects of the changes are disclosed in note 3.

1. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

As compared to previous year’s corresponding quarter, the Group recorded second quarter revenue of RM32.24million with pre-tax profit of RM2.04million; as compared to previous year’s corresponding quarter’s revenue of RM32.96million and pre-tax profit of RM2.09million. A slight decrease of 2.2% in revenue and 2.4% decrease in pre-tax profit.  
2. Material Change in Profit Before Taxation for the Current Quarter as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter
The Group posted a pre-tax profit of RM2.04million on revenue of RM32.24million as compared to pre-tax profit of RM2.11million on revenue of RM32.94million in the immediate preceding quarter.
With the ever increase in constructions costs, price revisions were carried out in current quarter throughout the Group’s development properties. Promotion packages were given on completed stock and those under construction in-order to promote sales of units prior to price increase for new launches. Sales of units for November 2007 and December 2007 were encouraging with 68 units valued at RM14.1million transacted given the already cautious property market. 
3. Prospects for the Financial Year

The residential property sector is expected to remain positive even with signs of slight credit squeeze by the local financial institutions. Under the Budget 2008, the government will allow EPF contributors to make monthly withdrawals effective 1 January 2008 for mortgage payments; coupled with reduction of stamp duty by 50% for properties below RM250,000. These are positive moves that will help boost sales of houses. 
Nevertheless, the Group will seek to maintain its lead in high-end property market and is seeking to expand its market share to cater for mass housing segment with properties below RM200,000 with the launch of  120 units of terrace houses at Bandar Putera Indah , Batu Pahat by May/June 2008.  
Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the Group to maintain its positive performance for the financial year ending 30 June 2008.
