Review of performance

For the quarter ended March 31, 2008, AHP2 recorded total revenue of RM0.746 million, representing a reduction of RM1.307 million or 63.66% from RM2.053 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.  The significant difference was mainly attributed to the unrealised loss on valuation of real estate-related and non-real estate-related assets totaling RM0.759 million during the period as compared against unrealised gain of RM0.319 million in the corresponding quarter last year as well as due to the realised gain on disposal of non-real estate-related assets totaling RM0.299 million in the corresponding period.
Total expenditure for the quarter under review was RM0.702 million, representing a slight reduction of RM0.004 million or 0.57% as compared with RM0.706 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.

Income before taxation for the quarter under review was RM0.044 million, representing a reduction of RM1.303 million or 96.73% from income before taxation of RM1.347 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN INCOME BEFORE TAXATION FOR THE QUARTER AS COMPARED WITH THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER

For the quarter ended March 31, 2008, AHP2 recorded income before taxation of RM0.044 million, representing a reduction of RM3.401 million or 98.72% as compared with RM3.445 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter.  The significant difference was mainly due to the unrealised loss on valuation of real estate-related and non-real estate-related assets totaling RM0.759 million during the current quarter as well as due to the incorporation of unrealised gain on valuation of real estate investments of RM2.4 million in the immediate preceding quarter.

prospects

All the real estates in the portfolio of the Trust which are located in Kuala Lumpur are expected to increase higher than the present average level of occupancy of 94.5%.  The Manager is continuously focusing its effort to increase the occupancy level of the two real estates located in Georgetown, Pulau Pinang and Ipoh, Perak to improve rental income for the remaining period of the financial year.
