Review of performance

For the quarter ended June 30, 2008, AHP2 recorded total revenue of RM1.040 million, representing a reduction of RM0.88 million or 45.83% from RM1.920 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.  The significant difference was mainly attributed to the lower dividend income and realised gain on disposal of non-real estate-related assets during the period as compared against the corresponding quarter last year.
Total expenditure for the quarter under review was RM0.647 million, representing a reduction of RM0.179 million or 21.67% as compared with RM0.826 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.  The difference was mainly attributed to the higher repair and maintenance expenses and valuation fee incurred in the corresponding period last year.
Income before taxation for the quarter under review was RM0.393 million, representing a reduction of RM0.7 million or 64.04% from income before taxation of RM1.093 million recorded in the corresponding quarter last year.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN INCOME BEFORE TAXATION FOR THE QUARTER AS COMPARED WITH THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER

For the quarter ended June 30, 2008, AHP2 recorded income before taxation of RM0.393 million, representing an increase of RM0.349 million or 793.18% as compared with RM0.044 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter.  The significant difference was mainly due to the higher unrealised loss on valuation of real estate-related and non-real estate-related assets in the immediate preceding quarter.

prospects

The "Economic and Financial Developments in Malaysia for First Quarter 2008" issued by Bank Negara Malaysia on May 28, 2008, reported that growth will remain on a steady path into the second half of 2008 as the Malaysian economy is expected to continue to remain resilient, supported by sustained growth in domestic demand reinforced by expanding intra-regional trade.
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B3.
prospects (CONTD.)
However, heightening concerns of the US sub-prime mortgages and high crude oil prices should be watched out for, as the uncertainties of their effects on the US economy may extend to the rest of the world.  Nevertheless, the Malaysian Government in the 2008 Budget has proposed various measures to sustain the country’s economy growth, in particular the property industry.  With the Government’s initiatives in promoting the growth corridors namely Iskandar Malaysia, Northern Corridor Economic Region and East Coast Economic Region, the investment environment are expected to be optimistic and the decision by Bank Negara Malaysia to maintain the Overnight Policy Rate (OPR) at 3.50% is an additional strategy by the Malaysian Government to avoid economic slowdown in the face of uncertainty in the world economy.

All these efforts initiated by the Government aiming to stimulate the national economy as a whole are anticipated to bring direct and indirect benefits to the property sector in particular. Therefore, the various sub-sectors of the property market are expected to stay competitive and grow steadily in the coming year.

In view of the above, Management anticipates that the performance of the real estates in AHP2 will be no less favourable than the preceding year.
