For the six months ended 31 July 2008, the Group recorded a profit before tax and minority interest of RM14.103 million, which is 20.94% lower than the previous corresponding period’s profit of RM17.839 million. The higher profit margin for the previous corresponding period was mainly due to the sale of 2 plots of land completed within the period.
2. Material Changes in Profit Before Tax for Quarter Reported on As Compared To The Immediate Preceding Quarter

The profit before tax and minority interests for the quarter reported on was RM8.793 million, an increase of 65.59% as compared with RM5.310 million achieved in the previous quarter ended 30 April 2008. The significant increase in the profit before tax in the current quarter reported on was mainly due to higher revenue recognised from sale of properties in Taman Lagenda, Taman Cili and Kawasan Perindustri Makmur
3.
Commentary on Prospects
The main development project of the Group in Taman Lagenda continue to attract favorable and consistent demand.  As at 31 July 2008, more than 88% of the properties launched for this project have been sold. The Board is confident that the Group will continue to achieve satisfactory results for the coming quarters from our main development activity.
