1. Review of Performance

For the nine months ended 31 October 2008, the Group recorded a profit before tax and minority interest of RM19.505 million, a decrease of 29.14% as compared with a previous corresponding period’s profit of RM27.527 million.  The higher profit before tax in the previous corresponding period was due to the sale of 3 plots of land which contributed higher profit margins.
2. Material Changes in Profit Before Tax for Quarter Reported on As Compared To The Immediate Preceding Quarter

The profit before tax and minority interests for the quarter reported on was RM5.402 million, a decrease of 38.56% as compared with RM8.793 million achieved in the previous quarter ended 31 July 2008. The decrease in the profit before tax in the current quarter reported on was mainly due to lower revenue recognised from sale of properties in Taman Lagenda and lower CPO (crude palm oil) price.  
3.
Commentary on Prospects
The property market will be sluggish for the rest of this year. However the demand for affordable range of housing and commercial properties is expected to remain stable.

With the anticipated drop in prices of building material and the current demand for affordable range of properties in Taman Lagenda, the Board is confident that the Group will continue to achieve satisfactory results for the coming quarter from our development activity.

The winding up proceedings have no material impact on the financial and operations of the Group for the financial year ending 31 January 2009.
