1. Review of Performance

For the nine months ended 31 October 2011, the Group reported revenue of RM33.681 million which was 23.45% lower than the preceding year’s corresponding period revenue of RM43.996 million. The profit before tax and non-controlling interests was RM15.335 million, a decrease of 0.36% from RM15.390 million achieved in the previous year’s corresponding period. 
The decrease in revenue was due to more properties sold and higher progress billings recognised in previous year’s corresponding period. However, the Group managed to maintain its profit before tax compared to the preceding year’s corresponding period due to higher profit margin.
Our Group’s profit for the quarter was derived mainly from property development activities and sale of FFB.
2. Material Changes in Profit Before Tax for Quarter Reported on As Compared To The Immediate Preceding Quarter

The profit before tax and non-controlling interests for the quarter reported on was RM4.902 million, an increase of 2.34% compared to RM4.790 million achieved in the preceding quarter ended 31 July 2011. 
The increase in the profit before tax is mainly due to completion of our on-going phases of Taman Lagenda and reduction of administrative expenses.
3. Commentary on Prospects
Bank Negara has kept interest rate constant to ensure sustainability of overall growth prospects for Malaysian economy in the midst of continuing uncertainty of global economy outlook. The recent revision in Real Property Gain Tax rates from 5% to 10% for houses sold within holding period of two years under the Budget 2012 will not have significant impact on the results of Group as the purchasers of our property developments comprises mainly owner-occupied rather than speculative buyers. Furthermore, with diligent development planning coupled with the steady progress of construction, the prospects of the Group remains bright.
