The Company has entered into a conditional agreement and a Deed of Variation in July 2001 for the proposed acquisition of the entire equity interest in Sarawak Plywood (M) Sdn Bhd, comprising 8,289,483 shares of RM1.0 each, for a cash consideration of RM21,765,000. The purchase consideration of the proposed acquisition will be financed by bank borrowings and/or internally generated funds of the Company.

The proposed acquisition will provide the Group with access to 88,388 hectares of timber concession area, which will provide additional source of supply of raw materials. The proposed acquisition is subject to approvals being obtained from the following:-

i) Ministry of International Trade and Industry (approval obtained on 8 September 2000);

ii) Director of Forest, Sarawak (approval obtained on 16 April 2001); and

iii) Shareholders of the Company at an Extraordinary General Meeting to be convened.

Other than the above, there are no other outstanding corporate proposals that have been announced but not completed.
The Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange’s approval on the circular to shareholders on the above-mentioned proposed acquisition is in its final stages.

Note 16
A review of the performance of the company and its principal subsidiaries, setting out material factors affecting the earnings and/or revenue of the company and the group for the current quarter and financial year-to-date.

In the current quarter under review, the Group achieved lower turnover of RM79.30 million, a slight decrease of RM2.88 million or 4% as compared to the RM82.18 in the preceding quarter. The Group incurred higher pre-tax losses of RM5.86 million as compared to RM3.88million in the preceding quarter.

The decrease in turnover is mainly contributed by decrease in sales of plywood and particleboard being partly offset by higher sales of log. Sales of plywood and particleboard mainly decreased due to lower sales volume and softening of plywood export selling prices, as a result of oversupply situation in Indonesia. 

The higher pre-tax losses is mainly due to write-off of goodwill arising from acquisition of a subsidiary of RM1.0 million and lump sum settlement of RM5.0 million to a turnkey contractor for mutual termination of a power plant project to supply electricity to the group’s plywood mill, as disclosed  in Note 2.

The worldwide weak demand coupled with the oversupply situation in Indonesia has adversely impacted on the timber industry in current year under review. Nevertheless, the Group has implemented rationalization plans and appropriate marketing strategies to mitigate operating losses in the current year under review.

Timber operations are, to a certain extent, affected by weather condition especially for logging operations. In addition, the four seasons also had some impact on the buying patterns of traditional buyers of plywood and logs.

The US economy is showing tentative signs of recovery and this will augur well for an improvement in plywood prices. In addition, the oversupply of plywood from Indonesia is easing as plywood prices have recently improved slightly. The Chinese government determination to maintain a healthy economic growth rate will be beneficial to the timber industry as China is a substantial importer of timber products. Barring any unforeseen circumstances, it appears that the timber prices have bottomed out in the meantime and the company financial performance will improve in the next financial year.
