Review of performance 

In the current quarter under review, the Group achieved a higher turnover of RM132.73 million, an increase of RM18.21 million or 16% as compared to the RM114.52 million in the preceding quarter. The Group achieved a pre-tax profit of RM22.47 million as compared to RM13.86 million in the preceding quarter.

The increase in turnover was mainly due to the significant increase in the sales of logs and some increase in the sales of particleboard.

The Group achieved a pre-tax profit of RM22.47 million, an increase of RM 4.92 million or 28% as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM17.55 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter. It achieved a pre-tax profit of RM91.01 million in the current financial period-to-date.

Note 14
Material change in the quarterly results

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a pre-tax profit of RM22.47 million, an increase of RM8.61 million or 62% as compared to RM13.86 million attained in the preceding quarter. The significant increase in pre-tax profit was mainly contributed by the higher pre-tax profit from logs trading and plywood manufacturing operations and some increase in pre-tax profit from particleboard operations, which were mainly due to improved selling prices.

Current year prospects






The market outlook for the timber products is generally positive. Our Group’s timber operations are expected to continue making positive contributions to our Group’s earnings. The Group will continue taking stringent measures to improve efficiencies and productivity to meet the challenges ahead.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group’s result is expected to be satisfactory for the coming financial year.
