A.        EXPLANATORY NOTES PERSUANT TO MASB 26

1. BASIS OF PREPARATION

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MASB 26: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2003. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2003. 

The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2003, except for MASB 32 was adopted for the first time during the financial period ended 30 June 2004 and the related accounting policies are as follows:

MASB 32: Property Development Activities 

Property development costs comprise all costs that are directly attributable to development activities or that can be allocated on a reasonable basis to such activities.

When the financial outcome of a development activity can be reliably estimated, property development revenue and expenses are recognised in the income statement by using the stage of completion method. The stage of completion is determined by the proportion that property development costs incurred for work performed to date bear to the estimated total property development costs.

Where the financial outcome of a development activity cannot be reliably estimated, property development revenue is recognised only to the extent of property development costs incurred that is probable will be recoverable, and property development costs on properties sold are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.

Any expected loss on a development project, including costs to be incurred over the defects liability period, is recognised as an expense immediately.

Property development costs not recognised as an expense are recognised as an asset, which is measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

The excess of revenue recognised in the income statement over billings to purchasers is classified as accrued billings within trade receivables and the excess of billings to purchasers over revenue recognised in the income statement is classified as progress billings within trade payables.

The adoption of MASB 32 has not given rise to any adjustments to the opening balances of retained profits as at 1 January 2003 and 1 January 2004. 
2. AUDITORS’ REPORT ON PRECEDING ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
The auditors’ report on the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2003 was not qualified.

3. COMMENTS ABOUT SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS
The Group’s performance is not subject to seasonal or cyclical fluctuations.

There were no extraordinary items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income and cash flows for the financial period ended 30 June 2004.

B.         EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO APPENDIX 9B OF THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD 

14. PERFORMANCE REVIEW

For the period under review, the revenue of the Group dropped 15% as compared to quarter ended 30 June 2003. The decrease was mainly due to slow progress on site, slow sales and delay in launching new projects. The Group registered a loss before tax of RM2.8 million as compared to the profit before tax of RM2.5 million in the second quarter in 2003 due to increase in interest cost of RM0.6 million, increase in operating expenses of RM0.7 million and absence of profit contribution from an associated company following the disposal of Pahang Cement Sdn. Bhd.

15. COMMENTS ON MATERIAL CHANGE IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION

For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a loss before tax of RM2.8 million as compared to a profit before tax of RM8.8 million achieved in the previous quarter ended 31 March 2004. The loss was mainly due to the absence of profit contribution from associated companies due to  disposal of Pahang Cement Sdn. Bhd. in the first quarter of 2004.
16. COMMENTARY ON PROSPECTS

The Directors are of the view that the overall performance of the Group will hinge substantially on the performance of the property development segment.

The Group will continue to place emphasis on development of low and medium cost housing projects. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the results for the forthcoming year to be satisfactory.

17. PROFIT FORECAST OR PROFIT GUARANTEE

Not applicable as there were no profit forecast or profit guarantee published.
