Accounting Policies

The quarterly interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134, Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”).
The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with Fiamma Holdings Berhad’s (“Fiamma” or the “Company”) most recent Annual Financial Statements for the financial year ended 30 September 2008.

The Rights Issue of Shares with Warrants were completed on 9 December 2008, upon the listing of and quotation for the 39,304,800 new ordinary shares on the Main Board of Bursa Securities, and the admission to the Official List and the listing of and quotation for the 52,406,400 warrants on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia on even-date. 

As at 30 June 2009, total number of treasury shares was 7,234,900, representing 5.8% of the total paid-up share capital of the Company. These shares were being held and retained as treasury shares as defined under Section 67A of the Companies Act, 1965.

Subsequent to the acquisitions, Uniphoenix and Oaksvilla became wholly-owned subsidiaries of Fiamma.

Except for the above, there were no changes in the composition of the Group for the current quarter and the period up to 20 August 2009, including business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and long-term investments, restructuring and discontinuing operations.

The Group recorded a higher revenue of RM128.413 million for the current financial period ended 30 June 2009 as compared to RM115.156 million achieved in the preceding period ended 30 June 2008. The increase in the Group revenue was mainly due to improved performance of certain trading subsidiaries arising from increase in demand for the Group’s products and increase in product range.
The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM15.722 million comprising trading profit of RM13.972 million and RM1.750 million arising from gain on disposal of investment properties. The lower trading profit of RM13.972 million as compared to RM14.219 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding period ended 30 June 2008 was mainly attributable to lower gross profit, higher operating expenses and finance cost incurred for land held for development.
