Accounting Policies

This change in accounting policy is due to the adoption of FRS 8. Previously, operating segments were determined and presented in accordance with FRS 1142004, Segment Reporting.

Comparative segment information has been re-presented. Since the change in accounting policy only impacts presentation and disclosure aspects, there is no financial impact on the Group.

The Group recorded a higher revenue of RM95.943 million for the current financial period ended 31 March 2010 as compared to RM80.223 million achieved in the preceding year corresponding period ended 31 March 2009. The increase in the Group revenue was mainly due to improved performance of the trading division arising from increase in demand for the Group’s products and increase in product range.
The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM14.079 million for the current financial period ended 31 March 2010 as compared to RM9.044 million in the preceding year corresponding period ended 31 March 2009. The increase in profit before taxation was mainly attributable to higher revenue and better product mix.

The Group recorded a revenue of RM46.175 million for the current quarter ended 31 March 2010 compared to RM49.778 million achieved in the preceding quarter ended 31 December 2009. However, the Group recorded a higher profit before taxation of RM7.562 million for the current quarter compared to RM6.073 million recorded in the preceding quarter ended 31 December 2009. The increase in profit before taxation was mainly attributable to lower operating expenses incurred in the current quarter.

Prospects

The Malaysian economy registered a strong growth of 10.1% in the first quarter of 2010, led by continued expansion in domestic demand and stronger external demand. The expansion in domestic demand was supported by higher private consumption and sustained public sector spending. The improvement in the economy will continue to contribute positively to the Group’s performance for the remaining quarters. 
The Group will continue to enhance its customer and product base and raise the awareness of the Group’s products through aggressive advertising and promotional activities for the trading division. The Group’s property development activities in Kota Tinggi, Johor is on going. The development of the two parcels of land in Kuala Lumpur will commence when approvals from all relevant authorities have been obtained.
