There were no significant changes in the estimates of the amounts reported in the preceding interim period of the current financial year.

Save as disclosed below, there was no issuance or repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares by the Group for the interim period under review.

During the quarter ended 31 March 2003, the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company was increased to RM103,889,253 through the issue of 34,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for cash following the exercise of options under the Employee Share Option Scheme at an exercise price of RM3.92 per share.

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the interim period that have not been reflected in the financial statements for this interim period.

Effect of changes in the composition of the Group


Save as disclosed below, there were no changes in the composition of the Group during the interim period, including business combination, acquisition or disposal of subsidiary and long term investment, restructuring, and discontinuing operation: 


i.
The Company acquired 15,680,000 new ordinary shares of S$0.05 each in MAE Engineering Ltd (“MAE”), in full satisfaction for the sale of its 49% equity interest in Bintai Kindenko Pte Ltd (“BKS”). The market value of the shares at the date of issue was S$0.15 per share with an aggregate value of RM5.104 million. The MAE shares are listed on Stock Exchange of Singapore Dealing and Automated Quotation System.


As a result, the shareholding of the Company in BKS has been reduced from 100% to 51% whilst the shareholding in MAE is 10.10%.


ii.
The Company acquired two (2) ordinary shares of RM1.00 each representing the entire issued and paid-up share capital of Bintai Facilities Management Sdn Bhd for a total cash consideration of RM2.00.


iii
The Company accepted an offer made by Terra ICT (M) Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Oxford.Com Sdn Bhd) for the disposal of 26.01% equity interest in Terra e-Games (M) Sdn Bhd (formerly known as JOC Technology (M) Sdn Bhd), comprising 26,010 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each, for a total consideration of RM6,500,000, satisfied by the issuance of 6,500,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Terra ICT (M) Sdn Bhd, representing approximately 26% of the enlarged issued and paid-up capital of Terra ICT (M) Sdn Bhd.



As part of its restructuring, Terra ICT (M) Sdn Bhd also acquired a wholly owned subsidiary company, satisfied by the issuance of new ordinary shares, and thereby reduced the Company’s shareholding in Terra ICT (M) Sdn Bhd to 20.81%.


iv.
The Company accepted the rights issue of 1:3 and also applied for 667 additional ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in Central Cables Berhad at RM1.10 per share. The subscription for the rights issue and additional shares has increased the Company’s shareholding in Central Cables Berhad to 7.28%. 


The above acquisitions and disposal had no material impact on the earnings and net tangible assets of the Group for the financial year ended 31 March 2003.

B1
Review of performance


The Group achieved better results in the current quarter as compared to the corresponding quarter last year. The Group recorded a loss before taxation for the current quarter of RM1,788,000 compared to the net loss of RM9,669,000 in the corresponding quarter last year. The better performance achieved in this quarter was attributable to the increased revenue from both the turnkey and mechanical and electrical segments.  This can be evidenced by the increase in the other operating income in the area of turnkey management fees. This improvement was however partially offset by the need to provide against a debt which became doubtful of full recovery after the year end. 


The profit before taxation of RM66,000 for the financial year ended 31 March 2003 represents a significant improvement compared to the corresponding period last year as a result of the greater volume of both turnkey and mechanical and electrical segments.

Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter 

The Group recorded a loss before taxation for the current quarter of RM1,788,000 compared to the profit before taxation of RM549,000 in the previous quarter. This reflected a higher volume of contract work undertaken but more than offset by the provision for doubtful debt incurred during the current quarter.

Current year prospects 

The performance of the Group’s core business has been satisfactory. Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is optimistic that the results for the new financial year will remain satisfactory.

Taxation

Taxation is current taxation and there is no deferred taxation.

The effective tax rate of the Group is higher than the statutory tax rate prevailing in Malaysia as certain expenses are not deductible and certain subsidiary company losses cannot be used to offset profits for tax purposes.
