B1
Review of performance 


The Group recorded higher revenue of RM99,707,000 for the current quarter under review, representing an improvement of 46% over the corresponding quarter last year. The profit before taxation for the current quarter under review was RM2,691,000, compared with the previous year’s corresponding period of RM2,442,000. 

The increases in revenue and profits were mainly attributable to a higher level of activity in mechanical and electrical works and the launch of Phase 4 of our Sentul Perdana Project. The higher revenue, however, was partially offset by lower margins.

Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter 

The Group registered a profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM2,691,000 compared to the previous quarter’s profit of RM11,575,000. The profit on sale of investments and profit recognition on several significant mechanical and electrical services projects contributed to the higher profit attained in the preceding quarter.

Current year prospects 

With the substantial and profitable contracts in hand, and barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board of Directors believes that the performance of the Group will remain satisfactory for the next quarter.

Taxation is current taxation and there is no deferred taxation.

The effective tax rate of the Group is higher than the statutory tax rate prevailing in Malaysia as certain expenses were not deductible and losses in an overseas subsidiary cannot be relieved against profit which is taxed in Malaysia.
