Review of Performance 

For the quarter ended 31 October 2005, the Group achieved a consolidated turnover of RM13.63 million which was approximately 1.87% higher than the preceding year corresponding quarter. The increase is attributable to increase in demand for the Group’s products from the main customer. The Group recorded a lower profit after tax and minority interest of RM1.05 million as compared to RM1.35 million in the preceding corresponding quarter.

Material Litigation

(i)
Suit No:22-650-1999(3) High Court of Malaya, Johor Bahru.

Between Archibus Systems Sdn. Bhd. (Plaintiff) & Multi-Code Electronics Industries (M) Berhad (1st Defendant) & Wheels Electronics Manufacturing Sdn. Bhd. ( 2nd Defendant).

1. There is at present an action commenced by Archibus Systems Sdn. Bhd. (“the Plaintiff’) against the Multi-Code Electronics Industries (M) Bhd. (“1st Defendant”) for alleged infringement of patent rights. The 1st Defendant is defending the action and also making a counter claim to invalidate the Plaintiff’s patent. It is the contention of the 1st Defendant that the Plaintiff’s patent is invalid because it was wrongly patented.

2. The Plaintiff’s Solicitors have made an application to discharge themselves from this matter on 31st December 2002. To date the 1st Defendant’s Solicitors have not received a sealed copy of the Discharge Order from the Plaintiff’s Solicitors and are unclear on the Plaintiff’s Solicitors’ instruction on the matter.

3. The 1st Defendant’s Solicitors have on 23rd June 2005 written to the Johor Bahru High Court for an appointment to secure directives on the further action to be taken. They will then seek that the Court dismiss the Plaintiff’s claim if the Plaintiff or his Solicitors do not appear in Court and seek a trial date to be fixed for the Defendant’s counter- claim.

4. The 1st Defendant’s Solicitor has on 21 September 2005 filed a Notice of Intention to Proceed pursuant to Order 3 Rule 6 of the Rules of the High Court 1980 prior to filing a Notice to Attend Pre-Trial Case Management in respect of counter-claim by the 1st Defendant if necessary.

5. The 1st Defendant received a letter dated 9 September 2005 from Johot Bahru High Court stating that the Court has fixed the matter for mention on 25 November 2005. The 1st Defendant’s Solicitor were later being informed by the Johor Bahru High Court that the learned Judge will be on leave on 25 November 2005 and that the file could not be located.

6. The 1st Defendant’s Solicitors have on 24 November 2005 written to Johor Bahru High Court for a new mention date and the matter is now fixed for mention before the learned Judge on 9 February 2006.

Kuala Lumpur High Court Originating Petition No. D3-26-59-2005

Between Multi-Code Electronics Industries (M) Berhad. (Petitioner) & Wirapadu Sistem Sdn. Bhd.  (1st Respondent) & Dato’ Mohd. Nazir bin Mohd. Ali (2nd Respondent) 

1. In June 1999, Multi-Code Electronics Industries (M) Berhad. (“the Petitioner”) and one Fateh Mohamed Bin Mohamed Ismail (NRIC No. 460918-08-5325) (“the said Fateh”), the nominee shareholder and nominee director of Dato’ Mohd. Nazir bin Mohd. Ali (“the 2nd Respondent”) agreed to cooperate in the business of marketing and sale (other than current sales by the Petitioner) of Alarm Central Locks and other automotive parts and components to Proton and other automotive manufacturers/assemblers through Wirapadu Sistem Sdn. Bhd. (“the 1st Respondent”). For this purpose, both the Petitioner and the 2nd Respondent agreed to subscribe for 5,000 ordinary shares of RM1-00 each in the 1st Respondent, the 2nd Respondent was an indirect shareholder of the 1st Respondent by virtue of him having control over the said Fateh’s acts and dealings.

2. Pursuant to the same, on 30 June 1999, the Petitioner and the said Fateh as nominee shareholder for the 2nd Respondent concluded the Shareholders Agreement. The Shareholders Agreement is further supplemented by various agreement thereafter.

3. It was an agreed term of the Shareholders Agreement that the principal object of the 1st Respondent is to market and sell (other than current sales of the Petitioner to Proton) the Alarm Central Locks, the Central Lock Module and other car component products principally to Proton and to other automotive manufacturers/assemblers. For this purpose and pursuant to the Shareholders Agreement, the parties agreed that the Petitioner shall be the 1st Respondent’s sole and exclusive supplier of the Alarm Central Lock and Central Lock Module for onward sale to Proton.

4. Pursuant to the above subscription of shares, the Petitioner and the 2nd Respondent are both registered shareholders of the 1st Respondent. They both own 50% of the shareholding in the 1st Respondent respectively.

5. It was agreed that the board of directors of the 1st Respondent shall consist of 2 directors comprising an appointee by the 2nd Respondent and the other from the Petitioner. The 2nd Respondent was appointed as Chief Executive Officer of the 1st Respondent commencing 4 June 2002.

6. The 1st Respondent was meant to commercially benefit both the Petitioner and the 2nd Respondent. It was intended from the outset that each shareholder would have equal participation in any important decision making process. This is so reflected in the equal shareholdings of the members.

7. However, following the deterioration in the relationship of the Petitioner and the 2nd Respondent and upon the occurrence of certain events and disputes between the 

parties (such as in relation to the supply of non-Shareholders Agreement products), the Petitioner decided to commence the present action.
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8. This aforesaid action is commenced vide an Originating Petition pursuant to Section 181 of the Companies Act 1965. In brief, the Petitioner, is commencing an action against the 1st and 2nd Respondent on the basis that:

(a)
the affairs of the 1st Respondent are being conducted and the powers of the directors are being exercised in a manner oppressive to the Petitioner and in disregard of their interest as a shareholder of the 1st Respondent;

(b)
the 1st Respondent’s actions and/or threatened actions under the control and direction of the 2nd Respondent as the Chief Executive Officer of the 1st Respondent have been unfair and prejudicial to the interest of the Petitioner as a member of the 1st Respondent; and

(c)
the actions and/or threatened actions of the 1st Respondent and its board of directors under the control and direction of the 2nd Respondent as the Chief Executive Officer operate oppressively and against the Petitioner’s interest as a shareholder of the 1st Respondent.

9. The Originating Petition pursuant to Section 181 of the Companies Act 1965 was filed on 1 September 2005. The Originating Petition was served on both the Respondents on 2 September 2005.

10. Thereafter, the Petitioner filed a Summons for Directions pursuant to Order 88 Rule 7 of the Rules of the High Court 1980 on 16 September 2005 and was heard on 24 October 2005. The Court has granted order in terms of the prayers of the Summons for Direction. Save for prayer 2 of the Summons for Directions, which is for the Petition to be advertised, the Petitioner has no objection to the 2nd Respondent’s request for it to be dropped.

11. The Petitioner had granted an extension of one (1) month from 17 November 2005 to the 2nd Respondent to file an affidavit in reply to the Petition. The Petitioner had at the request of the 2nd Respondent’s Solicitor granted a further and final extension of fourteen (14) days from 17 December 2005 to the 2nd Respondent to file an affidavit in reply to the Petition.
12. On 16 December 2005, the Petitioner’s Solicitor has filed an application for the appointment of receiver. The Petitioner’s Solicitor served a copy of the sealed Summons in Chambers and an Affidavit in Support on the 1st and 2nd Respondents on 21 December 2005. The application for the appointment of receiver has been fixed for hearing on 19 January 2006.

Dividends


No dividend is recommended for the current quarter.

Earnings per Share


(a) Basic earnings per share

The basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the Group's profit after tax and minority interests, attributable to ordinary shareholders by the weighted average number of ordinary shares in issue of 44,404,700 (31 October 2004: 44,404,700) ordinary shares during the financial year.


(b) Fully Diluted earnings per share
The fully diluted earnings per share is calculated by dividing the net profit attributable to ordinary shareholders by the weighted average number of ordinary shares in issue adjusted for dilutive potential shares from the conversion of the ESOS. The adjusted weighted average number of shares is the weighted average number of shares in issue during the financial year plus the weighted average number of shares which would be issued on the conversion of the outstanding options under the ESOS into the ordinary shares.

As at 31 October 2005, the Company has 2,479,000 unissued ordinary shares outstanding under its Employees’ Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”) for eligible employees and Executive Directors of the Group. The effect on the basic earnings per share for the current quarter arising from the ESOS is not presented as the ESOS exercise price is above the fair value of the Company’s share, the options are deemed non-dilutive.
