1. 
Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 1342004: Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group.

The interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006 except for the adoption of the following new/revised Financial Reporting Standards (FRS) effective for financial period beginning 1 January 2007:

FRS 6 (Exploration for the Evaluation of Mineral Resources) is not applicable to the Group.

The adoption of FRS 117, 124 and 1192004 does not have significant financial impact to the Group. The principal effects of the change in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the other new/revised FRSs are discussed below:

2.1 Leasehold land held for own use (FRS117, Leases)

Prior to 1 January 2007, the leasehold interest in land held for own use classified as property, plant and equipment, were stated at revalued amounts less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses. Surpluses arising from revaluation are dealt with in the revaluation reserve account. Any deficit arising is offset against the revaluation reserve to the extent of a previous increase for the same property. In all other cases, a decrease in carrying amount is charged to the income statement. 

The leasehold interest in the land held for own use is accounted for under an operating lease. Such leasehold land will no longer be revalued. Where the leasehold land had been previously revalued, the Group retained the unamortized revalued amount as the surrogate carrying amount of prepaid lease payments as allowed by FRS 117.67A. Such prepaid lease payments are amortised on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land.

· On 18th July 2007, the Company completed the acquisition of an additional 7.8% equity interest in subsidiary, Automako Sdn Bhd, comprising 81,667 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a consideration of RM 89,817.

· On 18th July 2007, a wholly-owned subsidiary completed the acquisition of 10% equity interest in subsidiary, Aventur Door System Sdn Bhd, comprising 185,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a consideration of RM 1.00.

Review of performance


The Group achieved a turnover of RM17.259 million for the current financial period ended 30 June 2007 which represents a decrease of RM5.814 million as compared to the corresponding financial period. 


The Group recorded a profit before taxation and minority interest of RM360,000 for the current financial period ended 30 June 2007 as compared to profit before taxation and minority interest of RM462,000 in the corresponding financial period ended 30 June 2006.

Comparison with preceding quarter’s results

The Group turnover has increased by RM2.851 million or 28.35% as compared to the preceding quarter. The profit before taxation and minority interest of RM345,000 is higher compared to profit  before taxation and minority interest of RM14,000 in the preceding quarter. 

17.
Prospects  

In July 2007, The Malaysian Automotive Association (MAA) declared a 6% downward revision of vehicles sales forecast from 490,768 in 2006 to 460,000 units this year. This revision, from an earlier projection of 1.9% growth to 500,000 units, is due to the decline of 12% in vehicle sales during the first-half year of 2007 compared to the same period last year. 

The drop is mainly attributed to stricter credit requirements on hire-purchase loans and high financing cost due to the drop in resale values. Also, there is a strong indication that many potential customers are holding back their purchases in anticipation of further duties reduction by the Government.
However, the industry is expected to gain some growth in the second half of the year in light of slightly improving orders and new product launches.  National carmakers Perusahaan Otomobil Nasional Bhd (Proton) and Perusahaan Otomobil Kedua Sdn Bhd (Perodua) are among those coming up with new models.   

Vehicle sales in June 2007 rose 4% and the upward trend is expected to flow through the rest of the year.  Sales of used cars especially those aged three years and below were also improving.

In view of the above developments in the local automotive industry, the Group expects to maintain its earnings at the present level.
