As a term of the payment by the insurance company, ODT is required to institute legal action against DCB for the recovery of damages. DCB has filed a defence, through its solicitors, against the claim made by ODT on 15 September 1997. The case is fixed for continue hearing on the 12th and 13th August 2002.
