The Group’s profit before taxation and unusual items for the second quarter and six months ended 30 June 2003 have decreased by RM778,000 and RM1,150,000 respectively, as compared to the previous year’s corresponding period, mainly due to decreased in turnover coupled with bad debts written off amounting to RM360,000.

Status of corporate proposals

a)
There were no other corporate proposals as at the date of this announcement except for the following:-

(i)
The Company obtained shareholders’ mandate for recurrent related party transaction of a revenue or trading nature at the extraordinary general meeting on 20 June 2003.

(ii)
Disccomp Berhad’s proposal to revise the utilisation of proceeds amounting RM8 million raised in conjunction with the Company initial public offering (“IPO”) of 16 million ordinary shares of RM0.50 each at par, which was approved by Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 31 March 2003.

(iii) Disccomp Berhad’s proposal to seek shareholders’ ratification and shareholders’ mandate for recurrent related party transactions of revenue of trading nature in the ordinary course of business that are necessary for the day-to-day operations of the Disccomp Group, which was approved by the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 12 May 2003.

(iv)
Disccomp Berhad’s proposal to seek shareholders’ ratification for transactions involving provision of financial assistance to related parties, which was approved by the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 12 May 2003.

The ordinary resolutions pertaining to the above proposals (ii) and (iii), as set out in the Notice of EGM issued by Disccomp Berhad on 26 May 2003, were passed by the shareholders of Disccomp Berhad on 19 June 2003. A separate Circular to Shareholders will be dispatched and an extraordinary general meeting will be convened at a later date in respect of (iv) above.

(b) 
There were no proceeds raised from any corporate proposals as at the date of this announcement except as below:

The Company, via its sub-subsidiary Disccomp Berhad, raised proceeds of RM8 million from it’s flotation. The Company has to-date utilised RM3.65 million from IPO proceeds for the expansion of retail outlets, defray listing expenses, purchase of equipment and working capital purposes. The Company had previously intended to utilised part of the proceeds from the Company’s IPO to set up 2 new retail outlets in Leisure Mall, Cheras and Sunway Pyramid. However, the Company is now locating for new potential destination to set up the retail outlets as the Company has not been able to secure tenancy at Leisure Mall, Cheras and Sunway Pyramid. The Company expects the new retail outlets to commence operation by end of 2003.

Material litigation

There were no other material litigation involving the Group as at the date of this announcement except for the following:-

(b) The Group is acting as plaintiff for the recovery of trade debts during the ordinary course of business. 

(b) In Civil Suit No.S4-23-27-1997 filed on 10 January 1997, Disccomp Berhad (DCB), a subsidiary company was sued by Optical Disc Technology Sdn Bhd (ODT), a subsidiary of DCB for RM5,267,282.45 for allegedly causing fire to spread to ODT’s premises resulting in damage to its machinery and equipment. As a term of the payment by the insurance company, ODT is required to institute legal action against DCB for the recovery of damages. DCB has filed a defence, through its solicitors, against the claim made by ODT on 15 September 1997. At the Court decision fixed on 28th July 2003, the Kuala Lumpur High Court (“Court”) has held that DCB is liable to ODT for the loss sustained as result of the fire, which was announced to KLSE on 29th July 2003.

The Board of Directors of DCB has resolved through the advice of its solicitors to file a Notice of Appeal against the decision of the Court. Further, DCB will also vide its solicitors make an application for stay or conditional stay of execution proceedings against DCB, pending the said appeal.

Dividends

A first and final tax exempt dividend of 1.5 sen per ordinary share for the financial year ended 31 December 2002 was approved by shareholders at the Annual General Meeting held on 20 June 2003 and will be paid on 3rd September 2003.
